Explaining the 
meaning of the 
parable 
concerning the 
lost sheep. 
 

The verses 

Luke 15:4-7 “What 
man of you, having 
an hundred sheep, if 
he lose one of them, 

doth not leave the ninety and nine in the 
wilderness, and go after that which is lost, 
until he find it? And when he hath found 
[it], he layeth [it] on his shoulders, 
rejoicing. And when he cometh home, he 
calleth together [his] friends and 
neighbours, saying unto them, Rejoice 
with me; for I have found my sheep which 
was lost. I say unto you, that likewise joy 
shall be in heaven over one sinner that 
repenteth, more than over ninety and nine 
just persons, which need no repentance.” 
 

Questions and conclusion drawn 

First the conclusion drawn is that at one 
point all 100 sheep were together. 

Now for the questions: What do sheep 
represent? A collection of sheep is called 
a fold. What does a fold represent? What 
does the shepherd represent? What does 
the wilderness represent? 
 

What do sheep represent? 

“I send you forth as sheep in the midst of 
wolves” (Matthew 10:16). “And before him 
shall be gathered all nations: and he shall 
separate them one from another, as a 
shepherd divideth [his] sheep from the 
goats” (Matthew 25:32). “All ye shall be 
offended because of me this night: for it is 
written, I will smite the shepherd, and the 

sheep of the flock shall be scattered 
abroad” (Matthew 26:31). Sheep 
represent people or souls to be won or 
lost. 
 

What does the fold represent? 

“And other sheep I have, which are not of 
this fold: them also I must bring, and they 
shall hear my voice; and there shall be 
one fold, [and] one shepherd” (John 
10:16). All the sheep that hears Jesus’ 
voice are part of a singular fold. This is 
because true hearers will listen to “every 
word that proceedeth out of the mouth of 
God” (Matthew 4:4). That means just 
believing that Jesus is the Christ is 
actually not enough to be part of the fold. 
That is a good start but those who are 
part of the fold search for every word for 
it’s understanding and then follow it. 
Why? “If ye abide in me, and my words 
abide in you, ye shall ask what ye will, 
and it shall be done unto you” (John 
15:7). 
 

What does the shepherd represent? 

“I am the good shepherd: the good 
shepherd giveth his life for the 
sheep” (John 10:11). Although the one 
true Shepherd is Jesus Christ, we must 
keep in mind that “he gave some, 
apostles; and some, prophets; and some, 
evangelists; and some, pastors and 
teachers” (Ephesians 4:11). So pastors 
and church leaders are considered 
undershepherds. These should do as the 
Master has done. 
 

What does the wilderness represent? 

As the children of Israel wandered 
through the wilderness to the Promised 
Land, we wander through a spiritual

Add a small amount of extra 
water as needed to achieve right 
consistency 

4) Let dough rest 10 minutes 

5) Roll out on floured surface to a 
maximum thickness of 1/16 inch 

6) Cut as desired, cook in boiling 
water 8-10 minutes

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HEALTH SNIPPET: 

Topic: Dangers of 
Lust 

“Flee also youthful 
lusts: but follow 
righteousness, faith, 
charity, peace, with 
them that call on the 
Lord out of a pure 
heart” (2 Timothy 2:22). 

Lust can consume energy. All effort is 
given to obtaining the object. It may be 
sexual; it may be appetite; it may be just 
about anything. People’s habits are usually 
affected negatively. For instance, some are 
willing to not eat regularly or sleep 
regularly so as to obtain the lusted item. 
This in turn creates an unhealthy immune 
system and overall body functions. So 
cease from youthful or harmful lusts. “And 
they that are Christ's have crucified the 
flesh with the affections and 
lusts” (Galatians 5:24).  

wilderness to the heavenly Promised Land. 
It is the world in which we live in. This is 
based upon 1 Corinthians 10:5, “But with 
many of them God was not well pleased: for 
they were overthrown in the wilderness.” As 
the children of Israel were subject to trials 
and temptations to overcome in their 
physical wilderness experience, we too 
have trials and temptations in our spiritual 
wilderness. 
 

What happened? 

One of the sheep stopped associating with 
the rest of the group for any number of 
reasons. Some popular excuses today 
include: “Don’t feel church is important 
anymore”, “Was offended by someone or 
something”, “I feel insignificant”, etc. 
 

What should be done? 

Be watchful for these sheep and encourage 
them to continue with the fold.  

See what caused the lack of interest and 
whether the issues are legitimate. Then 
deal with the issues if there are any, but if 
not, help the sheep see the reason why 
things are so. 

If much time has gone by without 
recognizing a certain sheep has been 
missing, much more work will be 
necessary, including an apology from the 
church for the lack of a timely response. 
For every year a person has been 
missing, it usually takes at least that many 
visits. 
 

Conclusion 

Much effort may be required to bring back 
into the fold a lost church member, but as 
the Master put forth every effort, we ought 
to do the same. Money, time, etc. is not to 
be considered when the rejoicing in 
heaven will measure greatly. The only 
consideration is the willingness of the lost 
soul. Let us look for lost sheep.

Character Examples 
From the Bible – 
Nicodemus With Jesus 

“There was a man of the 
Pharisees, named 
Nicodemus, a ruler of the 

Jews: The same came to Jesus by night, 
and said unto him, Rabbi, we know that 
thou art a teacher come from God: for no 
man can do these miracles that thou 
doest, except God be with him. Jesus 
answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, 
I say unto thee, Except a man be born 
again, he cannot see the kingdom of 
God” (John 3:1-4). “The wind bloweth 
where it listeth, and thou hearest the 
sound thereof, but canst not tell whence it 
cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every 
one that is born of the Spirit. Nicodemus 

answered and said unto him, How can 
these things be? Jesus answered and said 
unto him, Art thou a master of Israel, and 
knowest not these things?” (John 3:8-10).  

While in conversation with Jesus, 
Nicodemus tried to avoid letting Jesus know 
that he understood what being “born again” 
meant and that he was lacking it, but Jesus 
did not let him get away with the avoidance 
and finally told him that being a master of 
Israel, he ought to have known the meaning 
of such. A child who knows the answers but 
just does not want to provide the right 
response or any response should not be left 
to get away with such actions. When a 
parent directly questions a child and 
receives this type of response, it is blatant 
defiance and should be addressed.

Members of a Russian scientific team 
researching the site of the Tunguska 
meteorite crash of 1908 say they have 
found remnants of an extraterrestrial 
spacecraft, report a variety of Russian news 
agencies.

2004 - Publisher launches 'youth 
Bible' - a tale of sex and masturbation  

The Contemporary English Version Youth 
Bible, jointly published by The Bible 
Society and Collins - which also publishes 
more traditional versions of The Bible - is 
written in modern idiom and includes a 
number of extra passages penned by 
contemporary authors on "youth issues". 
Sex is "fulfilling," masturbation is "difficult 
to resist" and Mary Magdalene "had 
something of a dodgy past". A new "youth 
Bible" which talks frankly about 
pornography and lust has been 
condemned by traditionalists for "dumbing 
down the message of salvation". The 
passage on pornography advises 
teenagers "to avoid the top shelf of the 
newsagents, [and] pray as you surf [the 
internet]". A section on masturbation cites 
St Paul's exhortation in Thessalonians not 
to be "a slave of your desires", but admits 
that "it can provide a release".

COMMENT: "But fornication, and all 
uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be 
once named among you, as becometh 
saints; Neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, 
nor jesting, which are not convenient: but 
rather giving of thanks" (Ephesians 5:3-4). 
The reason God does not appreciate this 
form of presenting the Word is because the 
Word loses its reverence. Making light of the 
gospel reduces the belief in the power 
behind the gospel. 

��������Chicago Sun Times, July 21, 2004 - 
Protestants soon to be minority in U.S., 
study finds  

America's Protestant majority is about to 
disappear, according to a new study by 
researchers at the University of Chicago. 
But as early as the end of this year, 
Protestants likely will make up less than 51 
percent of the population for the first time in 

history, sociologists at the university's 
National Opinion Research Center 
surmise in a new report released 
Tuesday. If the Protestant majority does 
indeed disappear, the United States will 
be a nation of religious minorities. The 
next largest religious group after 
Protestant is Roman Catholic, at about 25 
percent. The Catholic population has 
remained stable over the last decade, 
according to the NORC study.

voice" (Jeremiah 11:7). On top of the 
statistics provided, most Protestants 
forget why they are called such. Many 
reformers simply were protesting over the 
issue of obeying the Bible verses man 
made traditions. So it is our opinion that 
the Catholic Church is the majority 
through numbers or influence.

Coffee 'can make mind go blank'  

Drinking coffee can cause tip-of-the-
tongue moments when the brain struggles 
to retrieve information, according to a 
study.

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QUESTION #1 –  

Carlisle, PA –  

How can I keep from falling in sin? 

 

ANSWER #1 –Christ declared of Himself: 
"The prince of this world cometh, and hath 
nothing in Me." (John 14:30). Satan could 
find nothing in the Son of God that would 
enable him to gain the victory. He had kept 
His Father's commandments, and there was 
no sin in Him that Satan could use to his 
advantage.  

We, through the power of Jesus Christ, 
need to come to a point where Satan cannot 
find the slightest inroad. That means some 
innocent things may disappear in addition to 
sin. Some that are given in to a foul mouth 
probably need to cut out seeing movies and 
television where a foul word is spoken, on 
average, once in every eight seconds. At 
the very least, expletives are stated more 
frequently. Someone giving up smoking may 
need to stay away from the pool hall and 
bowling alleys.  

So when we check ourselves for inroads 
that Satan can use, do not be checking for 
sin only in the life. Many know what is right 
and wrong. Why are there compromises? 
Because of the inroad that Satan uses often 
called sympathy. Used at the wrong time it 
makes a Christian weak. 

 

QUESTION #2 –  

Harrisburg, PA –  

If kindling a fire was breaking the 
Sabbath, how did they heat themselves 
in the colder months and did they not eat 
warm food on the Sabbath? 

 

ANSWER #2 – “Ye shall kindle no fire 
throughout your habitations upon the 
sabbath day” (Exodus 35:3). 

Kindling a fire is not all inclusive of every 
process of starting fires. Just as the word 
"all" as in "all the world wondered after the 
beast" (Revelation 13:3) is not every 
single soul, because that would contradict 
the end of the chapter where the 
dissenters will be brought up for death 
(Revelation 13:15), so kindling does not 
forbid every aspect of having a fire.  

Thank God for examples in the Bible. 
Kindling of fire includes from the point of 
chopping down a tree to actually burning 
it. The part of kindling condemned is 
found in Numbers 15:32-35. 

And while the children of Israel were in 
the wilderness, they found a man that 
gathered sticks upon the sabbath day. 
And they that found him gathering sticks 
brought him unto Moses and Aaron, and 
unto all the congregation. And they put 
him in ward, because it was not declared 
what should be done to him. And the 
LORD said unto Moses, The man shall be 
surely put to death: all the congregation 
shall stone him with stones without the 
camp. 

So the gathering process is not to be 
performed on the Sabbath day, but rather 
the preparation day. Keeping a fire going 
that was started before the Sabbath came 
in is fine as long as the wood has been 
gathered outside of the Sabbath day since 
that is the part of kindling that is 
condemned.

Antichrist in reality, the Book of 
Revelation symbolized it by a 
conglomerate beast. Instead of 
Satan described as a fallen angel, 
he is signified as a fierce dragon. 
Some symbols are easily 
understood such as when a beast 
rises from the water or sea 
Revelation tells in 17:15 that it 
signifies “peoples, and multitudes, 
and nations, and tongues.” 
However, some symbols are very 
difficult to understand, for 
instance, there are a lot of 
conflicting ideas regarding the 
conglomerate beast. Those that 
believe the Bible to be its own 
interpreter go to Daniel 7 for the 
answer. Those that believe the 
beast represents a collection of 
kingdoms existing today look for 
the animal representations of 
countries in the world today. And 
there are more challenging 
symbols in Revelation. These 
challenges cause those that are 
secure in their knowledge to avoid 

Revelation and stick with what 
they know. 

Another reason may be that they 
were told that the Book of 
Revelation is a closed book, but 
by the title, revelation means to 
reveal.  

Yet another reason may be trust 
in their minister interpreting the 
scriptures for them. If the minister 
does not touch much or any of 
revelation, then they also keep it 
closed. 

Others may be caught up in the 
belief that Revelation deals only 
with the end days and they do not 
believe we are in the end days. 
This of course is a misnomer, 
seeing “All scripture [is] given by 
inspiration of God, and [is] 
profitable for doctrine, for reproof, 
for correction, for instruction in 
righteousness” according to 2 
Timothy 3:16. 

In short, we do not know exactly 
why but this should help.
