
Encouraging people to “Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed,  
rightly dividing the word of truth.” (2 Timothy 2:15) 
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Not only by conforming 
our lives to be in 
obedience to the law 
through the grace of 
God is the law able to 
convert the soul, but 
we propose that it is 

also ten steps in conversion.  

The commandments can be used as ten 
sequential steps in being converted. 
Obedience to the law specifically is one 
aspect, but in a general sense, no one 
can keep the law unless they submit to 
ten sequential steps. Further, skipping a 
step will cause failure. 

Now this topic is not about how to come to 
Jesus and be justified. This article focuses 
upon the sanctification. 

I [am] the LORD thy God, which have 
brought thee out of the land of Egypt, 
out of the house of bondage. Thou 
shalt have no other gods before me.  
(Exodus 20:2-3) 

The first step is to recognize that God “is 
able to keep you from falling, and to 
present [you] faultless before the 
presence of his glory with exceeding 
joy” (Jude 1:24). He has not taken you 
physically out of Egypt, but He is able to 
bring you out of the land of sin, which 
Egypt represents. Egypt is the old life of 
sin. Constantly the Israelites looked back 
to the pleasures of Egypt and their old 
ways.  

Further, God is the only god. No man, no 
parent, no siblings, no institution, no 
anything else is God. This is very 
important because if you discover 
something different than everyone else 
through the Word of God, “we ought to 
obey God rather than men” (Acts 5:29). 
We are not anti-church but too many 

times people excuse the direct counsel of 
God because their church does not teach 
it. Not every church teaches that one 
ought to be paying tithe. Therefore, is tithe 
paying right or wrong? Do not ask the 
church – seek the Word. 

And too many allow science and the news 
to report what is truth when God’s Word 
has already stated that His “word is 
truth” (John 17:17). 

So step one is to allow God to take you 
from your old life of sin and further, 
recognize that God and His Word is the 
final answer. We have a Savior from sin, 
not in sin. 

Thou shalt not make unto thee any 
graven image, or any likeness [of any 
thing] that [is] in heaven above, or that 
[is] in the earth beneath, or that [is] in 
the water under the earth: Thou shalt 
not bow down thyself to them, nor 
serve them: for I the LORD thy God 
[am] a jealous God, visiting the iniquity 
of the fathers upon the children unto 
the third and fourth [generation] of 
them that hate me; And shewing mercy 
unto thousands of them that love me, 
and keep my commandments. (Exodus 
20:4-6) 

The next step is to cease from making 
physical and spiritual gods and to remove 
all the physical and spiritual gods 
presently in the life. This step differs from 
step one in which this addresses the 
inanimate object or objects that can lead 
us back to Egypt or sin. 

Take for instance the television. That is 
one physical god that man has created 
that takes time from Bible studies, and 
from interacting with people. It dictates a 
different belief system, and causes people 
to be bored with the normal method of

over, driving to church and coming back 
home, participating in church, visiting in the 
afternoon, but most of all, spending time 
with God in the Word without distractions 
of employers, household duties, etc. is 
what God had intended. 

So step four is to spend time with God in 
getting to know the ways of God through 
daily time and even one day in seven. 

Honour thy father and thy mother: that 
thy days may be long upon the land 
which the LORD thy God giveth thee 
(Exodus 20:12). 

The next step is to respect authority “in the 
Lord” (Ephesians 6:1). Seeing God sets up 
and tears down governments (Daniel 2:21), 
to disrespect governments is to disrespect 
God. We are “to be subject to principalities 
and powers, to obey magistrates, to be 
ready to every good work” (Titus 3:1). The 
only time one may disobey is when laws 
are not made “in the Lord” (Ephesians 6:1), 
in other words, there is conflict and there is 
no resolving it short of obeying one and 
disobeying the other. 

But the ultimate authority is God. Too 
many excuse the things found in the Bible. 
In your conversion process, you must 
come away from that. Despite the number 
of people that try to prove the Bible in 
error, if one gives into that theory, then the 
rest of the process of conversion will not 
happen. You need to “walk by faith, not by 
sight” (2 Corinthians 5:7). 

So step five is to obey authority, which 
begins at home and in the Word of God as 
the ultimate authority. 

Thou shalt not kill  (Exodus 20:13). 

“Whosoever is angry with his brother 
without a cause shall be in danger of the 
judgment” (Matthew 5:22), but more 
importantly, “Love your enemies, bless 
them that curse you, do good to them that 
hate you, and pray for them which 
despitefully use you, and persecute 
you” (Matthew 5:44). 

“Know ye not that your body is the temple 
of the Holy Ghost” (1 Corinthians 6:19). 
Cease from putting harmful things into the 
body. You have billions of cells in the brain, 
but one alcoholic drink destroys cells in the 
thinking part that are not replaceable. Not 
all foods are good to eat. Exercise the 
body. And much more. In other words, “be 
in health” (3 John 1:2). 

church so that churches have conformed to 
entertaining, and much more.  

Further, eliminating the audible gods is 
required as well. That is the music, non-
Christian inspirationals, and more.  

So step two of conversion “set no wicked 
thing before mine eyes” (Psalms 101:3). 
Remove from your life as much as you have 
control over that leads back to the old life. 

Thou shalt not take the name of the 
LORD thy God in vain; for the LORD will 
not hold him guiltless that taketh his 
name in vain  (Exodus 20:7). 

The next step is the realization that “He that 
saith he abideth in him ought himself also so 
to walk, even as he walked” (1 John 2:6). 
Every moment one needs to ask, “What 
would Jesus do?” But be careful of today’s 
counterfeit. Today everyone focuses upon 
the most loving thing to do. The most loving 
thing is not always the right thing – even if 
lives are saved. So how do you know what 
Jesus would do? That is the next step, but 
you cannot take the next step if you do not 
have the mindset ahead of time. 

So the third step is to be in the mindset of 
doing what Jesus would do. 

Remember the sabbath day, to keep it 
holy. Six days shalt thou labour, and do 
all thy work: But the seventh day [is] the 
sabbath of the LORD thy God: [in it] thou 
shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, 
nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor 
thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy 
stranger that [is] within thy gates: For 
[in] six days the LORD made heaven and 
earth, the sea, and all that in them [is], 
and rested the seventh day: wherefore 
the LORD blessed the sabbath day, and 
hallowed it  (Exodus 20:8-11). 

The next step is to spend time with God. 
Each week we have been given six days, 
not to forget God, but to primarily spend 
time working and making a living and taking 
care of the needs of the family, even if you 
are a family of one. This means that during 
the workweek, time with God is very 
minimal. It should be like Daniel. “He 
kneeled upon his knees three times a day, 
and prayed, and gave thanks before his 
God” (Daniel 6:10). Then on the seventh 
day we should focus much of the time on 
God. Very minimal work should be done. 
Getting out of bed is work for many, meal 
time is minimal work as one needs to rid the

Good health also promotes better 
obedience to the Word, which you studied 
because you want to walk like Him seeing 
you have no distractions to become worldly 
after God has removed sin from your life. 
Are you seeing the steps?  

A clean body leads to a clear mind. A clear 
mind can listen to clear messages. 

Step six is to forsake anger and strive for 
healthy living.  

Thou shalt not commit adultery  (Exodus 
20:14). 

“Know ye not, that to whom ye yield 
yourselves servants to obey, his servants 
ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin 
unto death, or of obedience unto 
righteousness?” (Romans 6:16). According 
to Romans 7:4, we are married to Christ. 
Then, committing sin is adultery. 

Making excuses for the so-called “little 
sins” is still sin. Anyone who says that no 
one can obey the law might as well tell 
their spouse they cannot be faithful and 
their employer that they will steal. 

Keep in mind, by the time you reach this 
step, you applied the law of Psalms 
119:11, “Thy word have I hid in mine heart, 
that I might not sin against thee.” If you 
followed step four and spend the 
necessary time finding out how to live 
godly and you followed step five and 
accept the fact that God’s Word is to rule, 
then with a clear mind of step six you will 
be able to cease from sin in step seven. 

Step seven is to cease, by the grace of 
God, all known sin. 

Thou shalt not steal  (Exodus 20:15). 

After you cease from anger and actually 
love people, as well as striving to cease 
from sin, then one will not want to steal, 
which includes other people’s time. You 
will be more considerate of others and 
God. You have not been put on earth to 
occupy time for yourself. You are here for 
the good of humanity. 

In addition, “Will a man rob God? Yet ye 
have robbed me. But ye say, Wherein have 
we robbed thee? In tithes and 
offerings” (Malachi 3:8). God requires ten 
percent of your increase back to Him and 
the wise use of the other ninety percent. 

In fact a sign of conversion is willingness to 
teach others and to spend your money in 
that direction. 

Step eight is to spend time serving others 
and to give God what is God’s.  

Thou shalt not bear false witness 
against thy neighbour  (Exodus 20:16). 

You call yourself a Christian? Then be one! 
All of the time! 

Christianity is not simply going to church 
once a week. It is not a bragging title. It is 
something that you are. 

Step nine is to live a Christian life. (This is 
different from step three and four in that 
step four is studying to be like Jesus while 
at this point you are walking as He walked. 
Step four is the learning and step nine is 
the doing.) 

Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour's 
house, thou shalt not covet thy 
neighbour's wife, nor his manservant, 
nor his maidservant, nor his ox, nor his 
ass, nor any thing that [is] thy 
neighbour's  (Exodus 20:17). 

Once you reach this point, the devil will 
throw at you every single worldly thing to 
attract you back to the world. Remember 
“Ye adulterers and adulteresses, know ye 
not that the friendship of the world is 
enmity with God? whosoever therefore will 
be a friend of the world is the enemy of 
God” (James 4:4).  

“Love not the world, neither the things [that 
are] in the world. If any man love the world, 
the love of the Father is not in him. For all 
that [is] in the world, the lust of the flesh, 
and the lust of the eyes, and the pride of 
life, is not of the Father, but is of the world. 
And the world passeth away, and the lust 
thereof: but he that doeth the will of God 
abideth for ever” (1 John 2:15-17). 

Step ten is to not succumb to worldly 
attractions, even if others (worldly minded 
people) may get hurt. 

Conclusion 

The ten steps to conversion are 1) to make 
God the only god in your life and let God 
remove the old life of sin permanently, 2) 
rid the life of all the physical gods that man 
has created that could lead you back to sin 
even if the objects are not sinful in itself, 3) 
be willing to walk as He walked, 4) spend a 
lot of time with God through His Word so 
as to know how to walk, 5) respect 
authority by accepting the Word of God as 
the final statement, 6) be kind even to 
enemies, 7) cease from sin, 8) cease from

BIBLE STUDY  

Topic : Duty to study the 
Laws of Life  

(Read twice – first read that 
which is not in the parenthesis 
to get the understanding then 
go back and see what the 

message is based upon by reading that 
which is in parenthesis.) 

It is our duty to study the laws that govern 
our being (Ecclesiastes 12:13 tells us that 
keeping the commandments is the whole 
duty but one cannot keep what they have 
not studied), and conform to them. 
Ignorance in these things is sin (willful 
ignorance is condemned in 2 Peter 3:5). 
From the first dawn of reason, the human 
mind should become intelligent in regard to 
the physical structure. We may behold and 
admire the work of God in the natural world 
(1 Chronicles 16:9), but the human 
habitation is the most wonderful. 

HEALTH SNIPPET:   

No element can function in any way, be 
deficient or in surplus without affecting all 
other elements in the body. Minerals can 
be imbalanced by the way we eat or by 
failure to get sufficient exercise. Minerals 
serve very important functions in the 
metabolic economy. They maintain an 
acid-base balance in the body by shifting 
easily into or out of plasma and into bone 
or muscle. Minerals help to maintain 
osmotic pressure by fluids shifting readily 
to accompany minerals. Minerals facilitate 
transport across cell membrane and 
provide a medium for nerve transmission 
and muscle contraction. Minerals also 
assist in blood clotting and make up a 
significant portion of the bony skeleton and 
teeth. When calories, proteins, and 
vitamins are provided in sufficient quantity, 
by a varied diet of natural foods, the 

Character Examples From the 
Bible – Paul’s Infirmities 

“Are they ministers of Christ? (I 
speak as a fool ) I [am] more; in 

labours more abundant, in stripes above 
measure, in prisons more frequent, in 
deaths oft. Of the Jews five times received 
I forty [stripes] save one. Thrice was I 
beaten with rods, once was I stoned, thrice 
I suffered shipwreck, a night and a day I 
have been in the deep; [In] journeyings 
often, [in] perils of waters, [in] perils of 
robbers, [in] perils by [mine own] 
countrymen, [in] perils by the heathen, [in] 
perils in the city, [in] perils in the 
wilderness, [in] perils in the sea, [in] perils 
among false brethren; In weariness and 
painfulness, in watchings often, in hunger 
and thirst, in fastings often, in cold and 
nakedness. Beside those things that are 
without, that which cometh upon me daily, 
the care of all the churches.

infirmities. The God and Father of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, which is blessed for 
evermore, knoweth that I lie not”

Paul suffered many things and lost many 
things . Hardly a person would volunteer to 
suffer even one of the things that he had 
suffered. And to think, he suffered all of 
them. Yet, he has no complaint. He glories 
in the advancement of good character and 
positive results from the apparent 
setbacks. In one incident concerning being 
shipwrecked, Paul did a wonderful work on 
the island of Melita (Acts 28:1-11). 

Likewise, many children suffer losses and 
sometimes many losses, for whatever 
reasons. In fact, many children of ministers 
who move from place to place are 
challenged to let the old go and look 
forward to the new. The short of it is, 
children need to focus on the good in all 
situations and not the loss.

JERUSALEM - An Israeli researcher has 
challenged the popular belief that Jesus 
died of blood loss on the cross, saying he 
probably succumbed to a sometimes fatal 
disorder now associated with long-haul air 
travel. Professor Benjamin Brenner wrote 
in The Journal of Thrombosis and 
Haemostasis that Jesus’ death, 
traditionally believed to have occurred 3 to 
6 hours after crucifixion began, was 
probably caused by a blood clot that 
reached his lungs.

HOMOSEXUAL priests in the Church of 
England will be allowed to “marry” their 
boyfriends under a proposal drawn up by 
senior bishops, led by Rowan Williams, the 
Archbishop of Canterbury. The decision 
ensures that gay and lesbian clergy who 
wish to register relationships under the new 
“civil partnerships” law — giving them many 
of the tax and inheritance advantages of 
married couples — will not lose their 
licences to be priests.

Today it would be said, "We ought to obey 
God rather than compromise with the 
government. It is these little appeasements 
with the governments that has changed the 
face of Christianity. Christianity today is far 
different in appearance, more worldly, than 
when it first begun. Who changed? Certainly 
not God. And since God's ways are perfect, 
then that means Christianity has 
compromised with Satan.

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QUESTION #1 – Carlisle, 
PA – Why are there 
questionable things in the 
thrift store for sale? 

ANSWER #1 – “Ye shall not eat [of] any 
thing that dieth of itself: thou shalt give it 
unto the stranger that [is] in thy gates, that 
he may eat it; or thou mayest sell it unto an 
alien: for thou [art] an holy people unto the 
LORD thy God” (Deuteronomy 14:21). 
Leviticus 17:15 says that things that die of 
itself are UNCLEAN. Leviticus 22:8 says 
that we are not to be defiled by things that 
die of itself. Ezekiel 4:14 compares such 
meat as an abomination. 

There are certain things that we absolutely 
will not sell. Pornography, romance novels, 
tobacco, caffeine, meditation books, etc. 
But for a collector, LP’s are an investment, 
Mickey Mouse is a collectible, etc. 

Sometimes things do slip by because we 
are not in touch with the world. For 
instance, a religious person came in and 
was going to buy all the funny looking dolls 
with an antenna type thing on its head. We 
asked why she was buying it and got the 
story behind it. The short of it was that she 
was buying them to destroy them. So we 
saved her money and threw them in the 
dumpster ourselves.

Ephesians 6:1-4  Children, 
obey your parents in the Lord: 
for this is right. Honour thy 
father and mother; (which is 
the first commandment with 
promise;) That it may be well 
with thee, and thou mayest 
live long on the earth. And, ye 
fathers, provoke not your 
children to wrath: but bring 
them up in the nurture and 
admonition of the Lord. 

Parent’s, just because you 
disagree on religious matters 
with your children does not 
make you right. A child has a 
right to disobey when you are 
speaking contrary to the Word 
of God. And children, you 
may want to do what you 
want to and cannot see what 
your parents see, but as long 
as they correctly have the 
direction of the Lord, you are 
to submit to their instruction. 
That does not mean to do 
what they say while grumbling 
and complaining. It is to be 
done whole heartedly. 
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Methodists converted to demon drink  

The Methodist Church has turned to 
demon drink. Where it once preached 
against the evils of alcohol, it now has 
plans to serve wine and spirits at its 
London headquarters. 

COMMENT: "Wine [is] a mocker, strong 
drink [is] raging: and whosoever is 
deceived thereby is not wise" (Proverbs

alcohol is not wise. And the Bible does not 

contradict itself. It cannot condemn it in on 
place and in another allow it. And it is a 
total lie to insist that Jesus drank it. “But I 
say unto you, I will not drink henceforth of 
this fruit of the vine, until that day when I 
drink it new with you in my Father's 
kingdom” (Matthew 26:29). And to insist 
that Jesus created alcoholic wine at the 
wedding is without an iota of text to support 
it. Nowhere in the verses does it ever 
mention that it was strong drink. 
Fermented wine represents sin. Jesus 
would never accept sin. Are you wise? 



Predestination also eliminates the 
need for a Savior.

Seeing we have a choice, 
and God is a loving God, that means 
the correct understanding based upon 
the fact that God “is longsuffering to 
us-ward, not willing that any should 
perish, but that all should come to 
repentance” (2 Peter 3:9), is that we 
were all created destined to spend 
eternity with Him. That is why we are 
on earth. To choose Him. It is a 
testing ground. But, because we have 
choice, that means the vast majority 
have chosen to go against the 
destination of heaven. 

would be no need for pastors and 
evangelists because their job is to win 
souls. But if souls are selected by 
God, then God should send them to 
church. Then again, why go to church. 
The purpose of church is to learn 
about choices (Ephesians 4:12). 
Preachers identify sin and call 
everyone to cease from it.  

Then step back and wonder why we 
are here on earth. Adam and Eve 
chose to sin. And if one says, “No, 
they were predestined to sin”, then 
why did God not just make all saved 
people? Why did God even create 
Satan? To believe in predestination is 
to believe that God gets a joy out of 
misery and sin, war, famine, etc.  

What it goes back to is that God did 
not make robots. We are all born with 
choice. This is why Lucifer was not 
wiped out when he sinned. God did 
not want fearful beings of service.

And one basic fallacy of 
predestination is that it encourages 
ignoring the Bible. Why read it if you 
are predestined to be saved or lost?  

children of thy people, but thou shalt 
love thy neighbour as thyself: I [am] 
the LORD” (Leviticus 19:18).  

Jesus did not do away with the Ten 
Commandments. He stripped the 
added Pharisaical rules revealing the 
original intent of God’s love revealed 
in the law “For all the law is fulfilled in 
one word, [even] in this; Thou shalt 
love thy neighbour as 
thyself” (Galatians 5:14). 

QUESTION #3 – Harrisburg, PA – 
What does it matter what I believe 
because God determines who is 
saved and who is not? 

ANSWER #3 – Evidently you have 
read the four verses using the word 
PREDESTINATE. If you include 
other implied statements of God 
controlling, such as God hardening 
Pharoah’s heart, there are not as 
many verses on the subject as 
compared to God giving us choice.
