
Encouraging people to “Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed,  
rightly dividing the word of truth.” (2 Timothy 2:15) 
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What makes a real Christian?  

Today, Christianity seems to be exploding 
with members. A church in Houston is 
using an old stadium for church services. 
Some churches hold several sessions to 
accommodate the number of people. It is 
true that many other churches are 
suffering losses, and no, they are not all 
switching to the mega churches. Ask an 
average person if they are a Christian and 
heading to heaven, the popular answer is 
yes. In fact, over 85% of the United States 
admit to being a Christian, yet, only 30% 
attend church regularly. At the same time, 
no one admits they are a Christian 
headed to hell.  

Some excuse not attending church 
because of the days we live in. But the 
Bible says, “Not forsaking the assembling 
of ourselves together, as the manner of 
some [is]; but exhorting [one another]: and 
so much the more, as ye see the day 
approaching” (Hebrews 10:25). So though 
there are sincere, God fearing Christians 
not attending church, a vast majority that 
do not attend church are not really 
practicing Christians, even in their 
personal lives. 

Who is lying?  

Since every Christian says they are saved 
then Jesus must be wrong. He said “Enter 

ye in at the strait gate: for wide [is] the 
gate, and broad [is] the way, that leadeth 
to destruction, and many there be which 
go in thereat: Because strait [is] the gate, 
and narrow [is] the way, which leadeth 
unto life, and few there be that find 
it” (Matthew 7:13-14). He also said, “Not 
every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, 
shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but 
he that doeth the will of my Father which is 
in heaven. Many will say to me in that day, 
Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy 
name? and in thy name have cast out 
devils? and in thy name done many 
wonderful works? And then will I profess 
unto them, I never knew you: depart from 
me, ye that work iniquity” (Matthew 7:21-
23). 

Are you ready to call Jesus a liar? We are 
not! 

Who are really lost?  

Are the “many” people that are lost non-
Christians? Are they simply worldly 
people? Are there people who think they 
are saved but really are not? 

Examining the Matthew 7:21-23 verses, 
we find that people who call Jesus “Lord, 
Lord” will be lost – not a few but many. 
Only Christians claim Him as Lord. So no, 
the message about the many is not about 
non-Christians or worldly people.  

Further, in the name of Jesus, the lost 
include those that have demonstrated the 
gift of prophesy including preaching. They 
are also able to cast out demons and do 
many wonderful works, so they have the 
gift of healing and miracles. In short, many 
“Christians” will be lost. So these are the 
people who think they are saved and are 
not. In other words, these people probably 
make every church service, even if there 
are three or four a week. They are 
involved Christians. Yet, the survey says

Matthew 5, 6, and 7. Are you following all 
of it? That is a true Christian – a follower of 
Christ.  

If you do it sometimes and are lax (this 
does not include sincere repentance for 
sin) at other times, then you are a 
hypocrite and a bad name for Christianity. 
Unfortunately such people will not quit the 
faith, which is the best thing. Maybe other 
religions would give up theirs if Christians 
would be true! Evidence (the fruit) is the 
best witness. And the best scenario is a 
Christian who did not truly practice 
Christianity realizes their error and 
becomes a real Christian. 

What did Jesus say?  

Jesus did not say in Matthew 5, 6, and 7 
that “if you simply believe in Me you are 
saved”. He said a lot of things. One 
important thing eliminates many, many 
ministers today. “Think not that I am come 
to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am 
not come to destroy, but to fulfil. For verily I 
say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, 
one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass 
from the law, till all be fulfilled. Whosoever 
therefore shall break one of these least 
commandments, and shall teach men so, 
he shall be called the least in the kingdom 
of heaven: but whosoever shall do and 
teach [them], the same shall be called 
great in the kingdom of heaven” (Matthew 
5:17-19).  

Any minister that tells you that the ten 
commandments are null and void thanks to 
grace is a false prophet and if you continue 
to follow the false prophet, they will lead 
you to death. Their reasoning includes 
nailing the commandments to the cross 
(ceremonial laws were and not the moral 
ones), not being under bondage (no one is 
justified by keeping the law - Galatians 5:1-
4 - but we are sanctified by Christ to keep 
it - 1 John 5:2-3, 1 John 3:22, John 15:10), 
being under grace instead (we are to 
establish the law even under grace - 
Romans 3:31, 6:15), being under a new 
covenant (the commandments are written 
in our hearts - Hebrews 8:8-10).  

What shall people do?  

As you study Matthew 5, 6, and 7, set 
aside the preconceived notion that saying 
some magical words years ago guarantees 
entrance into heaven. “He that endureth to 
the end shall be saved” (Matthew 10:22, 
Matthew 24:13, Mark 13:13). 

that hardly any of these people will be lost. 
How can that be?  

What is the root cause?  

How can there be preachers and members 
of churches that work miracles, preach great 
sermons, and even have the gift of 
prophecy and yet be lost?  

Sandwiched in between the few “entering 
the gate” and the “many being lost” is the 
answer.  

“Beware of false prophets, which come to 
you in sheep's clothing, but inwardly they 
are ravening wolves. Ye shall know them by 
their fruits. Do men gather grapes of thorns, 
or figs of thistles? Even so every good tree 
bringeth forth good fruit; but a corrupt tree 
bringeth forth evil fruit. A good tree cannot 
bring forth evil fruit, neither [can] a corrupt 
tree bring forth good fruit. Every tree that 
bringeth not forth good fruit is hewn down, 
and cast into the fire. Wherefore by their 
fruits ye shall know them” (Matthew 7:15-
20). 

False prophets is the answer. A prophet is 
anyone who speaks for God. “And many 
false prophets shall rise, and shall deceive 
many” (Matthew 24:11).  

The deception comes because people are 
not doing what God says. Check the fruit! 
They are checking everything else but the 
fruit. 

What makes a Christian?  

Attendance at the largest church? 
Attendance at a church with a charismatic 
speaker? Attendance at a church that has 
great music? Attendance at a church with 
plays and drama? Attendance at a church 
with a great youth program? Attendance at 
a church with a good children’s program? 
Attendance at church? 

“Therefore whosoever heareth these 
sayings of mine, and doeth them, I will liken 
him unto a wise man, which built his house 
upon a rock: And the rain descended, and 
the floods came, and the winds blew, and 
beat upon that house; and it fell not: for it 
was founded upon a rock. And every one 
that heareth these sayings of mine, and 
doeth them not, shall be likened unto a 
foolish man, which built his house upon the 
sand: And the rain descended, and the 
floods came, and the winds blew, and beat 
upon that house; and it fell: and great was 
the fall of it” (Matthew 7:24-27) Are you 
doing what Jesus told you to do?

Topic : Ignorance of 
Physical Laws  

We have special duties 
resting upon us 
(Romans 12:1). We 
should be acquainted 
with our physical 
structure and the laws 
controlling natural life. 

While Greek and Latin, which are seldom 
of any advantage, are made a study by 
many, physiology and hygiene are barely 
touched upon. The study to which to give 
thought is that which concerns natural life, 
a knowledge of oneself. . . . It is the house 
(term used based upon Matthew 12:43-44) 
in which we live that we need to preserve, 
that we may do honor to God who has 
redeemed us (Galatians 3:13). We need to 
know how to preserve the living machinery, 
that our soul, body, and spirit may be 
consecrated to his service (1 
Thessalonians 5:23). As rational beings we 
are deplorably ignorant of the body and its 
requirements. While the schools we have 
established have taken up the study of 
physiology, they have not taken hold with 
the decided energy they should. They have 
not practiced intelligently that which they 
have received in knowledge, and do not 
realize that unless it is practiced, the body 
will decay. . . . This living machinery should 
be understood. Every part of its wonderful 
mechanism should be carefully studied.  

Physical life cannot be treated in a 
haphazard manner. Awaken to your 
responsibilities. Ignorance of physiology 
and neglect to observe the laws of health 
have brought many to the grave who might 
have lived to labor (1 Thessalonians 1:3) 

and study (2 Timothy 2:15) intelligently. To 
become acquainted with the wonderful 
human organism,--the bones, muscles, 
stomach, liver, bowels, heart, and pores of 
the skin,--and to understand the 
dependence of one organ upon another for 
the healthful action of all, is a study in 
which most mothers take no interest. Study 
that marvelous organism, the human 
system, and the laws by which it is 
governed. 

HEALTH SNIPPET:  Sodium 

When too much sodium accumulates in the 
blood or tissues, there is retention of water 
and possibly an increase in blood 
pressure. The common foods that are 
highest in sodium are milk and dairy 
products; meat, especially the processed 
types; most baked goods due to added 
salt, baking powder, and baking soda; and 
canned items. While most American diets 
are very high in salt a “salt free diet” is not 
the answer. Did you know that the brain is 
85% salt water, and that cells are bathed in 
salt water? Salt is a vital element next to 
water of which we cannot survive without. 
Water cannot flow without salt. Salt 
balances the blood sugar, otherwise the 
body raises the blood sugar to allow the 
brain to receive water and energy. Sodium 
potassium also allows us to digest food, 
and is a natural antihistamine. In addition, 
27% of the salt reserve in the body is the 
hardness in the bones. If we are short of 
salt, we tap into the salt that is in the bones 
and this then may lead to osteoporosis. 
“Salt [is] good: but if the salt have lost his 
saltness, wherewith will ye season it? Have 
salt in yourselves, and have peace one 
with another” (Mark 9:50).

������ �� Reuters, August 15, 2005 - USDA 
finds 1,000 violations of mad cow rules  

Federal food safety inspectors found more 
than 1,000 instances since 2004 where U.
S. meat plants cut corners or violated 
regulations aimed at preventing the spread 
of mad cow disease, the U.S. Agriculture 
Department said Monday.

The Antiochian Orthodox Christian 
Archdiocese of North America is quitting 
the National Council of Churches, saying 
membership "no longer contributes" to the 
mission of the denomination.

COMMENT: "Ye have heard that it was 
said by them of old time, Thou shalt not 
commit adultery: But I say unto you, That 
whosoever looketh on a woman to lust 
after her hath committed adultery with her 
already in his heart" (Matthew 5:27-28).

pieces of silver. And from that time he 
sought opportunity to betray him.” 

John 13:27-29 “And after the sop Satan 
entered into him. Then said Jesus unto him, 
That thou doest, do quickly.

Parents ought to know how they can tell if 
a child is lying or not.

“Wherefore by their fruits ye shall know 
them” (Matthew 7:20). “Whosoever 
committeth sin is the servant of sin” (John 
8:34). Our fruits give evidence of which 
side we are on. So if one is committing an 
act of sin, they give evidence that Jesus 
does not reside in the heart but Satan. It is 
a constant struggle on which side we are 
on. This is why Paul said, “I protest by your 
rejoicing which I have in Christ Jesus our 
Lord, I die daily” (1 Corinthians 15:31).

Now if that person dies while doing the sin, 
the Bible says, “But when the righteous 
turneth away from his righteousness, and 
committeth iniquity, [and] doeth according to 
all the abominations that the wicked [man] 
doeth, shall he live? All his righteousness 
that he hath done shall not be mentioned: in 
his trespass that he hath trespassed, and in 
his sin that he hath sinned, in them shall he 
die. Yet ye say, The way of the Lord is not 
equal. Hear now, O house of Israel; Is not 
my way equal? are not your ways unequal? 
When a righteous [man] turneth away from 
his righteousness, and committeth iniquity, 
and dieth in them; for his iniquity that he 
hath done shall he die” (Ezekiel 18:24-26).  

And for those that claim some New 
Testament implied reference to the contrary, 
keep in mind that there is no implication with 
these verses, no interpretation, but strait 
truth. Also keep in mind “Jesus Christ the 
same yesterday, and to day, and for 
ever” (Hebrews 13:8), and “For I [am] the 
LORD, I change not” (Malachi 3:6). So it 
does not make sense that one could lose 
salvation before the cross and now people 
living after the cross cannot lose it. That 
makes God changeable. 

Now keep in mind that we serve a loving 
Father. The popular argument against this 
belief, based upon human emotions and not 
God’s ways (remember Ezekiel 18:25), is 
the saint of a person who is driving down 
the highway has someone cut them off and 
cause an accident. In the split second that 
the saint driving along sees there is no hope 
of avoidance or survival utters a foul word 
and dies. People have a hard time believing 
that the saint would not be in heaven. One 
forgets Psalms 91:3 “Surely he shall deliver 
thee from the snare of the fowler”, where the 
ultimate fowler or trapper is Satan. 
Understood, God would never leave us in 
that situation.  

“I will never leave thee, nor forsake 
thee” (Hebrews 13:5). “Wherefore he is able 
also to save them to the uttermost that 
come unto God by him, seeing he ever 
liveth to make intercession for 
them” (Hebrews 7:25). Two scenarios come 
quickly to mind. The first is that God would 
not allow the accident to happen. The 
second is that if it were for His good that the 
accident occur and this permits the death of 
the saint, God would provide ample 
opportunity after the accident such as a few 
breaths because “If we confess our sins, he 

is faithful and just to forgive us [our] sins, 
and to cleanse us from all 
unrighteousness” (1 John 1:9). 

And then finally remember, “For my 
thoughts [are] not your thoughts, neither 
[are] your ways my ways, saith the LORD. 
For [as] the heavens are higher than the 
earth, so are my ways higher than your 
ways, and my thoughts than your 
thoughts” (Isaiah 55:8-9). 

So the answer is no. If they chose to sin 
and died in the sin without confessing it, 
then they will not be in heaven. 

 

QUESTION #2 – You obviously teach 
strictness in the relationship with 
Jesus as in rules and regulations. But 
where is the friendship of Jesus 
displayed in the publication? 

 

ANSWER #2 – John 15:14 “Ye are my 
friends, if ye do whatsoever I command 
you.”  

We simply appreciate God’s saving grace 
that we wish to do whatever He 
commands. And there is a lot in the Bible 
that He asks of us. One of those is to be 
“Teaching them (the public) to observe all 
things whatsoever I (Jesus) have 
commanded you (us)” (Matthew 28:20). 
So we are compelled by Jesus to teach 
the public to also observe everything He 
commands.

He is 
actively involved with the war against 
God, which He started while in heaven 
(Revelation 12:7), and war against the 
saints (Revelation 12:17).

Can a woman 
forget her sucking child, that she should 
not have compassion on the son of her 
womb? yea, they may forget, yet will I not 
forget thee. Behold, I have graven thee 
upon the palms of My hands; thy walls are 
continually before Me."
