
Encouraging people to “Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed,  
rightly dividing the word of truth.” (2 Timothy 2:15) 
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A study of Matthew 
5, 6, and 7. 

Last month, we 
encouraged you to 
“study Matthew 5, 6, 
and 7.” Further, we 
asked you to “set 
aside the 
preconceived notion 

that saying some magical words years 
ago guarantees entrance into heaven. ‘He 
that endureth to the end shall be 
saved’ (Matthew 10:22, Matthew 24:13, 
Mark 13:13).” 

Have you studied it? If so, then it is now 
time to check your answers. If not, now 
we will study it. 

Introduction 

Jesus said, “Therefore whosoever heareth 
these sayings of mine, and doeth them, I 
will liken him unto a wise man, which built 
his house upon a rock: And the rain 
descended, and the floods came, and the 
winds blew, and beat upon that house; 
and it fell not: for it was founded upon a 
rock” (Matthew 7:24-25). Those that are 
His followers, disciples, true Christians will 
hear and do what He had just finished 
preaching on, which comes to you and I 
as Matthew 5, 6, and 7. If we think we are 
saved, Matthew 5, 6, 7 is the test to see if 
we are or are self-deceived. 

Jesus states this principle another way. 
“My sheep hear my voice, and I know 
them, and they follow me” (John 10:27). 
As you hear His voice and follow 
everything you hear, then you are His 
sheep. “If ye continue in my word, [then] 
are ye my disciples indeed” (John 8:31), 
then you can continue to claim the 
promises: “And I give unto them eternal 
life; and they shall never perish, neither 
shall any [man] pluck them out of my 

hand. My Father, which gave [them] me, is 
greater than all; and no [man] is able to 
pluck [them] out of my Father's 
hand” (John 10:28-29). As you see, it is a 
continued relationship and not a single 
date of giving your life to Him. That is just 
the start of the relationship. No man can 
take us away from Jesus, but if we do not 
“die daily” (1 Corinthians 15:31) to our own 
will, we may chose to throw away 
salvation. 

Seeing the multitudes 

“And seeing the multitudes, he went up 
into a mountain: and when he was set, his 
disciples came unto him: And he opened 
his mouth, and taught them, saying…”  
(Matthew 5:1-2). Jesus still sees the 
multitudes. In fact, He may have seen you 
and I today while He spoke back then. We 
base this upon the experience of 
Nathaneal. “Nathanael saith unto him, 
Whence knowest thou me? Jesus 
answered and said unto him, Before that 
Philip called thee, when thou wast under 
the fig tree, I saw thee” (John 1:48). 

Poor In Spirit 

“Blessed [are] the poor in spirit: for theirs 
is the kingdom of heaven” (Matthew 5:3). 
The word is not literally poor as we 
understand it today. To have a poor 
amount of the spirit would mean being 
unconverted. However, “better [it is to be] 
of an humble spirit with the 
lowly” (Proverbs 16:19), “honour shall 
uphold the humble in spirit” (Proverbs 
29:23) “For thus saith the high and lofty 
One that inhabiteth eternity, whose name 
[is] Holy; I dwell in the high and holy 
[place], with him also [that is] of a contrite 
and humble spirit, to revive the spirit of the 
humble, and to revive the heart of the 
contrite ones” (Isaiah 57:15). 

Jesus said, “Whosoever therefore shall

chamber, and the bride out of her closet. 
Let the priests, the ministers of the LORD, 
weep between the porch and the altar, and 
let them say, Spare thy people, O LORD, 
and give not thine heritage to reproach, 
that the heathen should rule over them: 
wherefore should they say among the 
people, Where [is] their God?” (Joel 2:16-
17). 

Joel states that as we near the second 
coming true Christians, who are “a chosen 
generation, a royal priesthood, an holy 
nation, a peculiar people” (1 Peter 2:9) will 
be in sadness over the heresies that have 
come in upon God’s people.  

No matter how much you want to believe 
we all serve the same God, reality and the 
Bible tells us that many are deceived. All 
churches cannot be right. Those that are 
not right are deceivers, even if they do not 
know it. If those that believe in pre-
millennial rapture are wrong, they will not 
be ready for Jesus because now would be 
the time, through the grace of God, to 
make sure all sins have been confessed 
for when Jesus returns, He returns to, not 
a denomination, but “a glorious church, not 
having spot, or wrinkle, or any such 
thing” (Ephesians 5:27).  On the other 
hand, if those that believe in post-millennial 
rapture are wrong, they should be right 
now helping the Jewish nation to set up the 
next temple and be appalled at the 
apparent victories of the Muslims taking 
part of Israel from the Jews. 

So one side is being deceived in not doing 
the work that was given them to do. And it 
is serious because God “Make you perfect 
in every good work to do his will, working in 
you that which is wellpleasing in his sight, 
through Jesus Christ; to whom [be] glory 
for ever and ever” (Hebrews 13:21). We all 
have a work to do. And being deceived out 
of that work is serious. 

How about those that believe once you 
have been saved, there is no possible way 
you can give up your salvation? There is a 
tendency towards being careless about sin. 
But on the other hand, those that believe 
that they are not guaranteed heaven until 
the second coming or death, are seen by 
the other side as moving away from grace 
to works. And this again is a serious issue. 
It means salvation to believe one or the 
other. Both of these cannot be right. One is 
in serious error. 

And then there is the controversy over 

humble himself as this little child, the same 
is greatest in the kingdom of 
heaven” (Matthew 18:4). 

To be poor in spirit is to be willing to learn 
and not hold on to your own understanding, 
what you have been taught even by your 
minister, or to use the excuse that if it was 
good enough for your parents, then it is 
good enough for you. When obvious, 
biblically revealed truth has come to light, 
we are to be poor or humble in spirit as a 
little child and accept it without questioning 
the ramifications.  

“Teach me to do thy will; for thou [art] my 
God: thy spirit [is] good; lead me into the 
land of uprightness” (Psalms 143:10).  

Remember, this is what a true Christian is. If 
you find yourself making excuses for holding 
on to man made beliefs, then you are man’s 
and not a true Christian – one that follows 
Christ. 

Mourners 

“Blessed [are] they that mourn: for they shall 
be comforted” (Matthew 5:4). This does not 
mean that you cry at every little thing. 
Almost anyone can approach someone 
grieving and shed a tear, but when they are 
out of sight, act as if they did not really care. 

Remember, “Then shall the King say unto 
them on his right hand, Come, ye blessed of 
my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for 
you from the foundation of the world: For I 
was an hungred, and ye gave me meat: I 
was thirsty, and ye gave me drink: I was a 
stranger, and ye took me in: Naked, and ye 
clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited me: I 
was in prison, and ye came unto me. Then 
shall the righteous answer him, saying, 
Lord, when saw we thee an hungred, and 
fed [thee]? or thirsty, and gave [thee] drink? 
When saw we thee a stranger, and took 
[thee] in? or naked, and clothed [thee]? Or 
when saw we thee sick, or in prison, and 
came unto thee? And the King shall answer 
and say unto them, Verily I say unto you, 
Inasmuch as ye have done [it] unto one of 
the least of these my brethren, ye have 
done [it] unto me” (Matthew 25:34-40). 

Those that are true Christians sympathize 
with the true in need and help as best as 
they can. 

Also, “Gather the people, sanctify the 
congregation, assemble the elders, gather 
the children, and those that suck the 
breasts: let the bridegroom go forth of his

Topic: How to 
Reduce Mortality 

If people would 
reason from cause 
to effect (Hebrews 
5:14), and would 
follow the light 

(John 8:12) which shines upon them, they 
would pursue a course which would insure 
health (3 John 1:2), and the mortality would 
be far less. . . . All who possess common 
capabilities should understand the wants of 
their own system.  

HEALTH SNIPPET: Iron 

Hemoglobin, the blood protein that carries 
oxygen, is the major iron-containing 
compound in humans. Foods that are high 
in iron include green leafy vegetables, 
legumes, prunes, dried apricots, raisins, 

nuts, and whole grains. Apples, grapes, 
blackberries and blueberries are also a 
benefit. The enrichment of flour and bread 
with vitamins and iron has been practiced 
since around 1940. There remains much 
controversy about what constitutes “simple 
iron deficiency anemia.” However anytime 
a food item is enriched we must ask a 
serious question regarding the possibility of 
toxicity of any segment of the population 
resulting from this enrichment program. 
Men especially are at risk seeing their 
absorption and retention of iron differs 
greatly from that of women. In cases of 
anemia beware of dairy products. 
Excesses of calcium and phosphate salts 
of which both are found to be high in milk 
inhibit the absorption of iron from the 
intestine. Milk contains very little iron and 
tends to bind iron present in other foods. 

Character Examples From the 
Bible – The Seclusion of Isaac 

Genesis 24:6-8 And Abraham 
said unto him, Beware thou that 

thou bring not my son thither again. The 
LORD God of heaven, which took me from 
my father's house, and from the land of my 
kindred, and which spake unto me, and 

that sware unto me, saying, Unto thy seed 
will I give this land; he shall send his angel 
before thee, and thou shalt take a wife unto 
my son from thence. And if the woman will 
not be willing to follow thee, then thou shalt 
be clear from this my oath: only bring not 
my son thither again. 

Today’s society would have you believe 

baptism. Those that are not fully immerged 
are looked upon by those that believe in 
full immersion as not really being baptized. 
Likewise, the fully immersed are looked 
upon as moving away from the spirit of the 
word. Again, both cannot be right. 

Those that have the right understanding of 
these things will be weeping for those in 
ignorance, especially when efforts to 
combat the error are unfruitful. To develop 
an “I don’t care” attitude is not Christian, 
even if you go to church three times or 
more a week.

that socialization is a requirement for good 
development. And being too protective 
develops rebellion. That is because the 
unconverted have devised methods for 
influencing children during their most 
impressionable age. The first eight to ten 
years of a child’s life is most 
impressionable. During this age, a child 
should know only the good and right ways of 
life just as Adam and Eve were not to have 
known sin. Children should be excluded 
from interaction with harmful influences, 
including adult conversations with the 
unconverted in the presence of the children.  

Isaac represents this type of training as well 
as many others such as John the Baptist 
and the whole Israel nation in the desert. 
Isaac was a grown lad and yet his parents 
were instructed to keep Isaac away from 
society. It went so far that Isaac was even 
kept from relatives such as grandparents 
(Genesis 24:6-8). 

Rebellion is developed in a child not from 
being deprived but from not being able to do 
what others do. There are many valid 

reasons for our children to not do as the 
other children but understand that it is this 
knowledge that other children get to do it 
that is the problem. For example, a child 
is not rebellious because he is raised 
without a TV. If the child did not know that 
TV’s existed, then where would rebellion 
be? Rebellion can develop when a child’s 
curfew is at 10:00 p.m. but “all the other 
parent’s let their children out until mid-
night!” A ten year old saying, “Why can’t I 
have a cell phone? Everyone at school 
has one.” When the child is raised to 
know and believe that “no good [thing] will 
He withhold from them that walk 
uprightly” (Psalms 84:11) and that it is out 
of love and protection that it is denied, 
rebellion can be avoided. 

The teaching that shielding children 
breeds rebellion is the lie of Satan. Do not 
believe it for your children’s sakes. Just 
remember, most sexually active young 
children begin when unsupervised or left 
to go to the neighbor’s house thinking 
they raise their kids with the same morals. 



embattled 2.2 million-member Episcopal 
Church. Judge Velasquez rejected the 
claim of the Episcopal Diocese of Los 
Angeles that it is the real owner of the 
multimillion-dollar property of St. James 
Church in Newport Beach. "Such acts arise 
out of and are in furtherance of the (St.

COMMENT: When Paul wrote, ”But brother 
goeth to law with brother, and that before 
the unbelievers” (1 Corinthians 6:6), he did 
not want the outside world to see the 
church divided. This is not a good witness. 
But he also wrote it because unbelievers, 
those that sit in the judge’s seat, are given 
a power greater than the church, as was 
done in this case. Though we believe the 
Episcopalian church to be wrong in the 
aggressive agenda they have, we believe 
that more of a precedence is being set for 
other intrusions of the United States 
government upon internal affairs of 
churches. In addition to condemning the 
church’s aggressive agenda, we equally 
call attention to why homosexuality agenda 
is not only destructive behavior between 
those that practice it, seeing we were born 
to create life and such cannot be done 
between such couples, but that it spills into 
society destroying basic fabrics that make 
us who we all are. Because of the 
homosexual agenda, as already stated, the 
government is now being given greater 
influence upon church affairs.

��������NewScientist.Com, September 1, 
2005 - Most scientific papers are 
probably wrong  

Most published scientific research papers 
are wrong, according to a new analysis. 
Assuming that the new paper is itself 
correct, problems with experimental and 
statistical methods mean that there is less 
than a 50% chance that the results of any 
randomly chosen scientific paper are true. 
Odds get even worse for studies that are 
too small, studies that find small effects (for 
example, a drug that works for only 10% of 
patients), or studies where the protocol and 
endpoints are poorly defined, allowing 
researchers to massage their conclusions 
after the fact. 

COMMENT: Many scientists are against 
natural remedies. Supposedly they have 
done studies against any real significant 
benefit. I.e., scientists push drugs. 
Scientists push evolution. Scientists tell us 
the planet is billions of years old. Can you 
trust any of it? 1 Timothy 6:20 says, "O 
Timothy, keep that which is committed to 
thy trust, avoiding profane [and] vain 
babblings, and oppositions of science 
falsely so called." 

��������BBC News, August 27, 2005 - India 
rebels 'making porn films'  

Rebels in India's north-eastern state of 
Tripura are making pornographic films to 
raise money for their separatist campaign, 
officials say. The information has come 
from surrendered guerrillas of the National 
Liberation Front of Tripura (NLFT), 
according to police. They say the rebels 
are forcing captured tribal women, and 
some men, to take part in the films. The 
films are then dubbed to be sold in India 
and neighbouring countries.

[you], and shall say all manner of evil 
against you falsely, for my sake.

A Pennsylvania pastor is fighting the newly 
approved design of the Flight 93 National 
Memorial, contending its crescent pattern is 
a symbol of Islam. The heart of the 
memorial is a mile-long semicircle of red 
maples surrounding the place near 
Shanksville, Pa, where the flight's 40 
passengers and crew were killed when the 
hijacked plane plunged into the ground 
Sept. 11, 2001. 

COMMENT: Ecclesiastes 12:14 "For God 
shall bring every work into judgment, with 
every secret thing, whether [it be] good, or 
whether [it be] evil." Only God knows what 
is really behind the designer's intention but 
of all shapes of the memorial to choose from 
and color of trees to select, one and one 

may add to two. (The red crescent is a 
symbol in the Muslim world. Granted, it is 
like our red cross, but nonetheless, it is a 
Muslim symbol.) In addition, the greatest 
thrust of the Islamic agenda in public 
schools comes out of California, where 
the designer is from (Los Angeles). That 
makes three points of concern. 
Individually it may be a coincidence but all 
three raises concern.

We 
include this news item in this section to 
show that the Holy War is not limited to 
large scale attack but willing to focus on a 
police force. 



unto the stranger that [is] in thy gates, that 
he may eat it; or thou mayest sell it unto an 
alien: for thou [art] an holy people unto the 
LORD thy God” (Deuteronomy 14:21). 

Reputation is on the line, however, seeing 
that the verse is recorded in Deuteronomy, 
that means we are at a time when the 
church was a nation wandering in the 
desert. That means everyone inside were 
representatives of God, like it or not. This is 
especially shown when Edom refused 
passage (Numbers 20:14-21) because the 
reputation of the God of Israel preceded 
Israel’s advancement. In other words, the 
Israelites were well known. Their enemies 
knew that a god was in control. That means 
that anyone inside the Israelite body was 
respected one way or another as a 
representative of their god, JEHOVAH. So 
therefore, Deuteronomy 14:21 is not 
sanctioning individuals but the church.  

We see it as a witnessing opportunity. 
People do ask us why things are being sold, 
as in, ”Why would anyone want to get rid of 
this?” We inform them that the previous 
owner wanted a closer walk with Jesus and 
that these items kept them from that. Of 
course this does not make good business 
sense, but we are not in business to be 
financially profitable. That is secondary to 
soul winning. Also mixed in with selective 
books, tapes and videos are our 
evangelistic materials. 

QUESTION #2 – When is the time frame 
of Romans 7:14-25? 

ANSWER #2 – “For we know that the law is 
spiritual: but I am carnal, sold under sin. For 
that which I do I allow not: for what I would, 
that do I not; but what I hate, that do I. If 
then I do that which I would not, I consent 
unto the law that [it is] good. Now then it is 
no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in 
me. For I know that in me (that is, in my 
flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is 
present with me; but [how] to perform that 
which is good I find not. For the good that I 
would I do not: but the evil which I would 
not, that I do. Now if I do that I would not, it 
is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth 
in me. I find then a law, that, when I would 
do good, evil is present with me. For I 
delight in the law of God after the inward 
man: But I see another law in my members, 
warring against the law of my mind, and 
bringing me into captivity to the law of sin 
which is in my members. O wretched man 
that I am! who shall deliver me from the 

body of this death? I thank God through 
Jesus Christ our Lord. So then with the 
mind I myself serve the law of God; but 
with the flesh the law of sin.” 

A lot of people try to show that Paul kept 
sinning at least within two years of his 
death implying that we will never be able 
to overcome sin on this side of the 
Second Coming. And that is not right 
theology at all. God is not taking 
practicing sinners to heaven (Hebrews 
10:26). It is not found in the Bible. 
Repeatedly it is only the overcomers of 
known sin (Revelation 2:7, 2:11, 2:17, 
2:26, 3:5, 3:12, 3:21, 21:7). Sin of 
ignorance is a different story (Acts 17:30). 

The answer is in the very next chapter. 
Romans 8:7-9 “Because the carnal mind 
[is] enmity against God: for it is not 
subject to the law of God, neither indeed 
can be. So then they that are in the flesh 
cannot please God. But ye are not in the 
flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the 
Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man 
have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of 
his.”  

In chapter 7, Paul stated that he was 
carnal when performing the deeds that he 
did not want to do and was unable to do 
the deeds he wanted to do. But in chapter 
8, Paul states that the carnal mind is the 
problem, which he makes synonymous 
with being in the flesh, which he says he 
is not. He is in the spirit, which is a 
connection with the one “that is able to 
keep you from falling, and to present [you] 
faultless before the presence of his glory 
with exceeding joy” (Jude 1:24). 

1 Corinthians 3:1-4 condemns the 
carnality of Christians. Saints are not 
carnal. If saints are still wrestling with sin, 
they are carnal. If you are wrestling with 
temptation, which we will until the end of 
time, then you are spiritual. This does not 
mean you are guaranteed to never sin 
again, but regularly sinning should cease 
from a true Christian. If that does happen, 
then “if any man sin, we have an advocate 
with the Father, Jesus Christ the 
righteous” (1 John 2:1). 

But to use Romans 7 as a justification of 
still wrestling with sin and not gaining the 
victory is “Having a form of godliness, but 
denying the power thereof” (2 Timothy 
3:5). Paul was simply recounting pre-
conversion wrestling or an early attempt 
to walk with Christ.
