
Encouraging people to “Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed,  
rightly dividing the word of truth.” (2 Timothy 2:15) 
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A continued study 
of Matthew 5, 6, 
and 7. 

Last month, we 
covered Matthew 
5:1-4 in learning 
what it means to be 
“a wise man, which 
built his house upon 

a rock” (Matthew 7:24). We continue from 
that point in this message. 

Blessed [are] the meek: for they shall 
inherit the earth. 

For as much as Christians try to live as 
“New Testament” Christians, there is a lot 
of Old Testament messages that are in 
the New Testament. A lot of people think 
Jesus taught something new. He did not. 
In fact, it is contrasted very well in John’s 
writings. 

“A new commandment I write unto you, 
which thing is true in him and in you” (1 
John 2:8). Now at face value, this looks 
like we just contradicted ourselves. But 
read the rest of the verse to find out why 
old material appears new. “Because the 
darkness is past, and the true light now 
shineth”. Evidently people were in the 
dark on various subjects, much like today. 
Back then, they just listened to whatever 
the preacher preached. Very few had the 
scriptures in their possession to research 
for the truth. So the Pharisees and 
Sadducees as well as the Lawyers and 
the Scribes were able to easily deceive 
the people.  

Today, we may have the scriptures but 
there is great ignorance among Christians 
as to what the scriptures say. They either 
do not read it, or it appears to them to be 
exactly as the minister said, even though 
it was taken out of context. 

Are we sure that new material was not 
being presented? Again, John writes “I 
write no new commandment unto you, but 
an old commandment which ye had from 
the beginning. The old commandment is 
the word which ye have heard from the 
beginning” (1 John 2:7). 

As one person put it, the Old Testament is 
about Jesus coming the first time, and the 
New Testament is the application of the 
Old Testament that He indeed came.  

Take for instance the message about the 
meek. Psalms 37:11 says, “But the meek 
shall inherit the earth.” Therefore, it is no 
new message but a bringing out of 
darkness the truth. 

One particular soul is in heaven and that is 
Moses. We know this because he appears 
at the transfiguration (Matthew 17:3). Do 
you know how Moses is described? “(Now 
the man Moses [was] very meek, above all 
the men which [were] upon the face of the 
earth)” (Numbers 12:3). 

A meek person will be guided and be 
taught. “The meek will he guide in 
judgment: and the meek will he teach his 
way” (Psalms 25:9). In contrast to the 
wicked, the meek obey (Psalms 37:10-11). 
The meek seek the Lord (Zephaniah 2:3) 
and not self. A quiet spirit is also 
associated with a meek person (1 Peter 
3:4). 

When do the meek inherit the earth? Right 
after “the new heavens and the new 
earth” (Isaiah 66:22) “for the first heaven 
and the first earth were passed away; and 
there was no more sea” (Revelation 21:1). 
I sure do not want to inherit this planet. But 
to inherit the one Adam and Eve walked 
before sin would be an honor. 

Blessed are they which do hunger and 
thirst after righteousness: for they shall 
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Hosea 4:6 My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge: because thou hast rejected knowledge, I will also reject thee, that 
thou shalt be no priest to me: seeing thou hast forgotten the law of thy God, I will also forget thy children. 



smote upon his breast, saying, God be 
merciful to me a sinner” (Luke 18:13). 
Mercy is connected with forgiveness. This 
publican deserved to die “For the wages of 
sin [is] death” (Romans 6:23). So God 
does not treat the person as they 
deserved. However, we must remember 
that God is balanced. He “will by no means 
clear [the guilty]” (Exodus 34:7). A person 
continuing in the practice of sin should not 
expect the mercy of God upon him until he 
has truly repented. 

So having mercy upon others will allow 
God to have mercy upon you. In Matthew 
18 we have an example of God being 
merciful but if we are not merciful just as 
the servant who was forgiven much debt 
was not, then His mercy ceases. “So 
likewise shall my heavenly Father do also 
unto you, if ye from your hearts forgive not 
every one his brother their 
trespasses” (Matthew 18:35).  

So Jesus’ statement stands. Those that 
are merciful will receive mercy from God. 

Blessed [are] the pure in heart: for they 
shall see God. 

Is this based upon Old Testament text as 
well? The place where the pure in heart will 
see God is described in Psalms 46:4, 
“[There is] a river, the streams whereof 
shall make glad the city of God, the holy 
[place] of the tabernacles of the most 
High.” He dwells in the holy place. 
Therefore the answer is – yes. Psalms 
24:3-4 “Who shall ascend into the hill of the 
LORD? or who shall stand in his holy 
place? He that hath clean hands, and a 
pure heart; who hath not lifted up his soul 
unto vanity, nor sworn deceitfully.” 

It is very easy to do good works when 
everyone else is looking, and especially if 
there is something to be gained. Jesus saw 
a group of people like that. He compared 
them to “whited sepulchres, which indeed 
appear beautiful outward, but are within full 
of dead [men's] bones, and of all 
uncleanness” (Matthew 23:27). 

A pure heart is one that is motivated out of 
unselfish, not prideful, no alterative 
motives, without sensuality, and is even 
childlike to do good.

There is a difference between asking for, 
desiring, and even hungering and thirsting 
for righteousness. A person in a desert who 
has not seen food or water for days, when 
he finally has access to it, there will be just 
about nothing stopping the person from 
grabbing a hold of it and taking it in. While 
another person who just had a meal a few 
hours ago may argue over who may go first 
at the meal. It may go along the way of, “No 
you go first. I insist.” 

As righteousness is compared to the food 
scenario, the person hungering is not going 
to stop at a little satisfaction. Yes, Jesus’ 
robe of righteousness freely given to us is 
our salvation. But that taste sparks 
something else in us. “If ye know that he is 
righteous, ye know that every one that doeth 
righteousness is born of him” (1 John 2:29).  
“Little children, let no man deceive you: he 
that doeth righteousness is righteous, even 
as he is righteous” (1 John 3:7). And on the 
contrary, “whosoever doeth not 
righteousness is not of God, neither he that 
loveth not his brother” (1 John 3:10).  

So hungering for righteousness is not simply 
claiming, “Jesus saves” and let it go at that. 
A person that has Jesus will do righteous 
things. Now he will not do it to offset any 
ounce of selfishness. He will put far from 
him all unrighteousness as was stated by 
John in different words.  

Again, a righteous person in Jesus does 
righteous things only. To do unrighteous 
things is a lack of Christ’s righteousness. 

Also again, this statement of Jesus is not 
new. It is a different form of Psalms 106:3, 
“Blessed [are] they that keep judgment, 
[and] he that doeth righteousness at all 
times.” And another Old Testament verse is, 
“He that followeth after righteousness and 
mercy findeth life, righteousness, and 
honour” (Proverbs 21:21). If one that follows 
after righteousness finds it, then he is filled. 

Blessed [are] the merciful: for they shall 
obtain mercy. 

Again, this is not a New Testament only 
statement. Jesus was using 2 Samuel 22:26 
as His basis. “With the merciful thou wilt 
shew thyself merciful.” 

What does it mean to be merciful? We turn 
to God for an example to follow. “And the 
publican, standing afar off, would not lift up 
so much as [his] eyes unto heaven, but

It is of the highest 
importance that 
men and women 
be instructed in 
the science of 

human life (Matthew 11:29), and in the 
best means of preserving and acquiring 
physical health (3 John 1:2). Especially is 
youth the time to lay up a stock of 
knowledge to be put in daily practise 
through life (Proverbs 22:6). 

Those who have occupied positions of 
influence have not appreciated the work 
which has been so long neglected. . . . 
They consider it far more important to 
become learners upon subjects of less 
consequence to the human agent. 
Thousands upon thousands know nothing 
of the body, and how to care for it. David 
declared, "I am fearfully and wonderfully 
made" (Psalms 139:14). And when God 
has given us such a habitation, why should 
not every apartment be critically 
examined? 

It is best for those who claim to be sons 
and daughters of God (Galatians 3:26) to 
avail themselves, while they can (John 
12:35), of the opportunities now presented 
to gain a knowledge of the human system, 

and how it may be preserved in health. . . . 
The Lord will not work a miracle to 
preserve any one in health who will not 
make an effort to obtain knowledge within 
his reach concerning this wonderful 
habitation that God has given. By the study 
of the human organism we are to learn to 
correct what may be wrong in our habits, 
and which, if left uncorrected, will bring the 
sure result, disease and suffering, that 
make life a burden (1 Corinthians 
10:31). . . . Let the mind become intelligent, 
and the will be placed on the Lord's side (2 
Corinthians 8:12), and there will be a 
wonderful improvement in the physical 
health. But this can never be accomplished 
in mere human strength (Matthew 19:26). 

HEALTH SNIPPET: Zinc 

Zinc deficiency is characterized by 
retarded growth, loss of appetite, skin 
disease, reproductive problems, and poor 
wound healing. A zinc deficiency can be 
aggravated by excess copper, estrogen 
therapy, and increased iron intake. In 
addition, a diet high in calcium could 
predispose to zinc deficiency. Also, in 
prostate disorders, zinc has been found to 
be beneficial. Zinc is present in all natural 
foods, especially peas, carrots, whole 
grains, wheat germ, and sunflower seeds, 
although not as high in fruits, vegetables,

Genesis 6:13-14, 7:1 And God 
said unto Noah, The end of all 

flesh is come before me; for the earth is 
filled with violence through them; and, 
behold, I will destroy them with the earth. 
Make thee an ark of gopher wood; rooms 
shalt thou make in the ark, and shalt pitch 
it within and without with pitch. And the 
LORD said unto Noah, Come thou and all 
thy house into the ark; for thee have I seen 
righteous before me in this generation. 

In chapter 6, Noah is told to build an ark. 
By chapter 7, it is finished. Now imagine 
the situation. He is to build the biggest boat 

ever known to mankind since the days of 
Adam and Eve. He is to build it in such a 
manner that it can withstand much water, 
which is basically a boat without many 
openings. He is to build it quite a distance 
away from any large source of water, 
meaning it appeared to be a land vessel.

COMMENT: Daniel 10:21 says that the 
scriptures are true: ”But I will shew thee 
that which is noted in the scripture of truth”.

First, that means 
everyone is dependent upon other people 
for interpretation.

COMMENT: 2 Thessalonians 2:10-11 "And 
with all deceivableness of unrighteousness 
in them that perish; because they received 
not the love of the truth, that they might be 
saved. And for this cause God shall send 
them strong delusion, that they should 
believe a lie." Ever wonder how anyone, 
especially a large number of people, could 
believe a lie, knowing it is a lie? Dan Rather, 
politics aside, insists on believing a lie. The 
most important "pillar" to his news story, the 
one that if removed would cause the entire 
story to crumble, was removed as being a 

lie. Yet, faced with this, he persists in 
believe the lie.  

On a religious note, the quoted Bible 
verse stated is in the context of the last 
days people being presented with the 
truth and people rejecting it for a lie.

QUESTION #1 – Why are the signs of 
the second coming generic – 
earthquakes instead of number of 
earthquakes, pestilences instead of 
which diseases? 

ANSWER #1 – Matthew 24:42 sheds some 
light on this. “Watch therefore: for ye know 
not what hour your Lord doth come.” We 
are to be ready every moment for the 
second coming. If Jesus would have said, 
“When day after day there are twenty large 
earthquakes per day, then I will come 
again within weeks,” complacency would 
happen. Events alert people. But if there is 
a specific period of recognized time, and 
that time is not now, then other than taking 
the risk of killing over by some 
unsuspecting situation, why not party now 
and when one is old then live a godly life. 
“Party on,” they would say. 

The Bible even says that a person that is 
godly in the end would be saved despite 
living an ungodly life. Isaiah 55:7 says, “Let 
the wicked forsake his way, and the 
unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him 
return unto the LORD, and he will have 
mercy upon him; and to our God, for he will 
abundantly pardon.” Ezekiel 18:21 says, 
“But if the wicked will turn from all his sins 
that he hath committed, and keep all my 
statutes, and do that which is lawful and 
right, he shall surely live, he shall not die.” 

Another reason is that it would affect the 
ministry. If we think people are living 
ungodly now, with more specific knowledge 
of the time of the second event, this world 
would be in even greater darkness. There 
would be no need of preachers until closer 
to the end? In other words, the ministry 
would suffer for lack of preachers. 

 

QUESTION #2 – Jesus taught against 
eye for eye and more on forgiveness.

shall smite thee on thy right cheek, turn to 
him the other also” (Matthew 5:38-39).

Proverbs 24:29 says, “Say not, I will do so 
to him as he hath done to me: I will render

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also, that women adorn themselves in 
modest apparel" Public nudity or even that 
which is in a group is not Christian.

Outside of the single 
male to single female married relationship, 
any other form of sexual conduct is an 
abomination unto the Lord. 



to the man according to his work.” This verse speaks 
in essence of not doing to someone what they did to 
them – it speaks against eye for eye.  

For those that think these concepts contradict each 
other, civilly we are to extract no more than an eye 
for an eye or a tooth for a tooth. If someone takes 
your coat, the authorities are to make him give it 
back – not ten coats. But personally, we are to 
forgive the person even if they do not give it back. 

 

QUESTION #3 – Where do dreams come from? 

ANSWER #3 – Ecclesiastes 5:3 says, “For a dream 
cometh through the multitude of business.” Business 
is everyday activity or busy work. The person that 
does the dishes in the home may have a dream 
about running water, having to clean the plates at a 
restaurant for thousands of people, or the inability to 
clean a particular plate. Of course other business 
deals also affect dreams. So not every dream, in fact, 
most of our dreams have nothing to do with 
messages from God.  

One particular test of many is to see if a dream 
reoccurs and then ceases after you do what you are 
impressed to do. A dream of Biblical events may be 
tested by studying the Bible on that subject to see if 
the dream matches what the Bible reveals.
