A study of Matthew 5, 6, and 7. 

Continuing our study 
in learning what it 
means to be “a wise 
man, which built his 
house upon a 

rock” (Matthew 7:24), we continue from 
last month. 

Matthew 6:31-33 Therefore take no 
thought, saying, What shall we eat? or, 
What shall we drink? or, Wherewithal 
shall we be clothed? (For after all these 
things do the Gentiles seek:) for your 
heavenly Father knoweth that ye have 
need of all these things. But seek ye 
first the kingdom of God, and his 
righteousness; and all these things 
shall be added unto you. 

What is the reason you are here? 
Evolutionists have no clue. They are still 
stuck on the chicken or the egg, while we 
know that the chicken was created by 
God saying, “let fowl multiply in the 
earth” (Genesis 1:22). We know the 
primary purpose is to know God properly, 
and the second is to help others to know 
Him properly as well. 

The Gentiles do not seek after those 
things. In fact, many Christian do not 
either. Here is another test of a Christian. 
If your thought is to find the shortest 
service, you are a Gentile in Christian 
clothing. If you go along with the majority 
of the world who think that keeping a day 
holy unto God is attending church but the 
rest of the day is yours as you please, you 
are a Gentile in Christian clothing. If your 
thought through the week is seeking after 
entertainment and popularity with 
especially being the gossiper or prankster, 
then you are a Gentile in Christian 
clothing.  

Seeking after what to eat, drink, and 

clothing is not the limit to Christ’s rebuke. 
First and foremost is to be the Kingdom of 
God in all aspects.  

When you are faced with being late to 
work and being helpful to someone really 
in need, which do you choose?  

When you think of buying something nice 
for the home but the home does not really 
need it while the church is asking for 
financial support for an outreach project, 
which do you choose?  

When the church asks for volunteers, do 
you open the book of excuses including 
the popular, “I’m tired of doing it. Let 
someone else do it”? I am sure glad Jesus 
did not say that leading up to the cross. 
Such are Gentiles in Christian clothing. 

Notice the qualification. It is not a matter of 
doing all the right things either for even 
Gentiles will do such. Jesus said, “And His 
righteousness.” That is not simply being 
saved through His righteousness. That is 
to “put on righteousness” (Job 29:14). That 
is to “to walk, even as he walked” (1 John 
2:6).  

That is the right heart motivation coupled 
with the right actions. In other words, “For 
by grace are ye saved through 
faith” (Ephesians 2:8), but “even so faith, if 
it hath not works, is dead, being 
alone” (James 2:17). 

As for the things being added to you, do 
not expect an expensive house or car as 
the Gentiles may have, but your basic 
needs shall be met. 

Matthew 6:34 Take therefore no thought 
for the morrow: for the morrow shall 
take thought for the things of itself. 
Sufficient unto the day [is] the evil 
thereof.

right with God as well. The word “witness” 
and its varying forms of witnessing, 
witnesses, and witnesseth appear 167 
times in the Bible.

How the Bible Uses Abraham To Represent the Plan of Salvation: 

1.     What is Abraham called? Luke 16:24 “And he cried and said, Father Abraham, have mercy on 
me, and send Lazarus, that he may dip the tip of his finger in water, and cool my tongue; for I 
am tormented in this flame.” 

2.     What is Isaac called? Genesis 22:6 “And Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering, and laid 
[it] upon Isaac his son; and he took the fire in his hand, and a knife; and they went both of them 
together.” 

3.     Who would represent the Holy Spirit? Genesis 24:2 “And Abraham said unto his eldest servant 
of his house, that ruled over all that he had, Put, I pray thee, thy hand under my thigh:” 

4.     God’s people today are called His church (not to be confused with a building or denomination 
made by people). His church in Old Testament times was called many names including Zion 
(Isaiah 51:16). What symbol does God use to represent His people, Zion? Jeremiah 6:2 “I have 
likened the daughter of Zion to a comely and delicate [woman].” 

5.     Who represents God’s people in this example? Genesis 24:51 “Behold, Rebekah [is] before 
thee, take [her], and go, and let her be thy master's son's wife, as the LORD hath spoken.” 

6. Who did the representative of the Holy Spirit (#3) take the representation of God’s people (#5) 
to? Genesis 24:64 “And Rebekah lifted up her eyes, and when she saw Isaac, she lighted off 
the camel.” [The son is the most appropriate answer.] 

7. Who is the church being prepared to meet by the power of the Holy Spirit? Titus 2:13 “Looking 
for that blessed hope, and the glorious appearing of the great God and our Saviour Jesus 
Christ;”  

8. In summary, Abraham represented the Father who had a son representing Jesus Christ. The 
Father sent the Holy Spirit through His Son to guide the church to be ready for the Second 
Coming.

The 100 cheese company workers who 
won a Powerball jackpot worth $208.6 
million tried a number of things to increase 
their luck — and finally won when they 
rubbed the belly of a small statue of the 
Buddha. "We don't know if it was this 
Buddha that brought us luck. We don't 
know if it was our prayers to God that were 
answered," said Mary Entringer, who 
organized the pool. "We have no idea, 
we're just grateful."

So far we've 
experienced nothing like Florida's six-
week spree of four hurricane landfalls in 
2004, let alone last year's record-setting 
28-storm season that included the 
calamity of Katrina. 

TSTL: The reason why they are failing in 
the prediction is found in Isaiah 46:9-10 
"Remember the former things of old: for I 
[am] God, and [there is] none else; [I am] 
God, and [there is] none like me, 
Declaring the end from the beginning, 
and from ancient times [the things] that 
are not [yet] done"

The Harvest 

 

Matthew 9:37 Then saith 
he unto his disciples, The 
harvest truly [is] plenteous, 
but the labourers [are] few. 

You may have heard that 
God speaks through 
nature. Look for the 
lessons and you will be 
taught. Even the seasons 
tell the truth. Spring time is 
the Chrisitan’s new birth 
experience. Summer is the 
testing time filled with 
trials. Which brings us to 
the harvest in autumn. 

Harvest time is losing its 
meaning as fewer and 
fewer farms are managed 
by real farmers instead of 
today’s automation. But 
the harvest time is the 
gathering of the fruits into 
the barns and storage. 

“The harvest is the end of 
the world; and the reapers 
are the angels” (Matthew 
13:39). “Ye shall know 
them by their 
fruits” (Matthew 7:16). The 
second coming is 
represented by the 
harvest. You and I are the 
fruit. The barns and 
storage is heaven where 
“faileth not, where no thief 
approacheth, neither moth 
corrupteth” (Luke 12:33). 

Have you survived the 
summer and are ready for 
the harvest “second 
coming”?

QUESTION #1– How much does it 
cost to publish the newsletters? 

ANSWER #1– The duplicating ma-
chine we use (not a copier) costs us $305 per 
month. Paper, supplies, and postage cost us

QUESTION #2– What is wrong with showing a 
little skin? Between criticizing Volkswagon’s ads 
using Playboy Bunnies and the Bible Thought 
“Sensuality, One of the Final Snares”, it appears 
that you have a problem with God’s beauty. 

ANSWER #2– God’s beauty we do not have a 
problem with, but insinuating or explicitly entic-
ing with sexuality is forbidden pleasure unless 
you are in your own house and the woman en-
ticing you is your wife.  

“In like manner also, that women adorn them-
selves in modest apparel, with shamefacedness 
and sobriety; not with broided hair, or gold, or 
pearls, or costly array” (1 Timothy 2:9). Showing 
full lengths of naked legs, cheeks that are below 
the waistline, and tight fitting clothing that re-
veals the entire shape of the body is not mod-
est. Anything that causes a man to stare and 
look it over is not modest.  

Many churches today are hypocritical. They 
point to the gay population and claim that it is 
Sodom and Gomorrah when in fact their own 
church members are the ones. Many churches 
are unaware or desensitized to the fact that the 
sins of Sodom are within and not all without. 
When a woman bends over and a man can see 
down the blouse, that is the sin of Sodom. When 
a blouse leaves nothing to the imagination be-
cause of it being see through, that is the sin of 
Sodom. 

Leviticus 18 and 20 talk about nakedness and 
what is and is not permitted. In the context, na-
kedness is not the revealing of private parts. Na-
kedness is the amount of skin that entices. That 
is reserved between husband and wife. 

Some men like their women to reveal skin be-
cause it shows all the other men what he has 
and no one else may have it. That is contribut-
ing to the sin of coveting – “thou shalt not covet 
thy neighbour's wife” (Exodus 20:17). It is not to 
be show and tell. 

The Bible is clear that sex and sensuality would 
be repeated in the last days as enticements to 
sin and loss of eternal life. The references of Lot 
by Jesus and the inclusion of the story about the 
women at Baalpeor just before entering the 
Promised Land point to this fact. They were not 
just historical events. “They are written for our 

admonition, upon whom the ends of the 
world are come” (1 Corinthians 10:11). 

 

QUESTION #3–Can you provide an expla-
nation of what the phrase "Thus saith the 
Lord" really means? It is used over 200 
times in the Bible and I'd like to know 
when this is in the Word of God, what is 
God wanting us to know from the phrase? 

ANSWER #3– “Thus Saith the Lord” is 
used 413 times, all in the Old Testament. 
Of course there are other similar phrases 
that are not in the count. For instance, the 
phrase "Word of the Lord" appears 255 
times.  

“Thus Saith the Lord” simply means that 
these are God's words and not my own. 
There is authority when speaking as the 
mouthpiece of God instead of human 
made words. Another way of looking at it is 
if you do not like what the speaker is say-
ing, yet they use clear and substantiated 
evidence from the Word of the Lord, then 
the argument is with God, not the 
preacher. 

For instance, “Thus saith the LORD God of 
Israel, Let my people go, that they may 
hold a feast unto me in the wilder-
ness.” (Exodus 5:1) Pharaoh was not 
about to argue with Moses and say, 
“Moses, how about a different day” or 
“Moses, how about we discuss it.” No, 
Pharaoh’s response in the next verse is, 
“Who [is] the LORD.” His argument was 
with the Lord. 

Further, a prophet may not have under-
stood all that he was to do and say, but he 
said it anyways.  

Today, if a preacher says, “Thus Saith the 
Lord” they may mean they have a verse in 
the Bible. That is not a “Thus Saith the 
Lord”. A “Thus Saith the Lord” is a compre-
hensive study of the subject. For example, 
“Thus Saith the Lord, God no longer ex-
ists!” That is a misquote found in James 
5:11, “Behold, we count them happy which 
endure. Ye have heard of the patience of 
Job, and have seen the end of the Lord; 
that the Lord is very pitiful, and of tender 
mercy.” Sure does look like the Lord 
ended. But further investigation reveals 
that a synonym to the word “end” is “result” 
and not “finality”. So the proper “Thus 
Saith the Lord” is to say, “Thus Saith the 
Lord, behold the results of the Lord!”
