
Introduction 

Ever wonder why things hap-
pen? Why do people go 
through difficulties? Why do the 

wicked seem to get away with things? It is be-
cause there is a trial going on. Court is in ses-
sion and has been for almost six thousand 
years. Like it or not, believe or not, you are in-
volved. In fact, even atheists are involved. 

The Parties 

As in any court case, there is the plaintiff. In 
this case, Satan is the plaintiff for Satan is 
known as “the accuser” (Revelation 12:10). 

Other than taking it out on all the brethren, as 
the rest of the verse states, Satan’s vendetta is 
with God, for Satan has stated, “I will be like 
the most High” (Isaiah 14:14). 

So the legal document thus far should read, 
Satan vs. God. 

The Complaint 

Though we do not have the official complaint, 
for it was filed in the heavenly courts and not 
on earth, we can use some of the evidence 
provided to piece together the complaint. Ac-
cording to the evidence presented by John, it 
was stated, “And we have known and believed 
the love that God hath to us. God is love; and 
he that dwelleth in love dwelleth in God, and 
God in him” (1 John 4:16). Also, John pre-
sented that “now is come salvation, and 
strength, and the kingdom of our God, and the 
power of his Christ” (Revelation 12:10).  

Focusing upon the power of Christ, which has 
far more power than those who “have a form of 
godliness” profess because they are “denying 
the power thereof” (2 Tim 3:5), Jude presented 
that the power “is able to keep you from falling, 
and to present [you] faultless before the pres-
ence of his glory with exceeding joy” (1:24).  

There is only one theme that appeared fre-
quently in the evidence, even that of Jeremiah 
stating, “The crown is fallen [from] our head: 
woe unto us, that we have sinned!” (Lam. 5:16) 
Falling is associated with sin. To fall into “sin is 
the transgression of the law” (1 John 3:4). 

Therefore, the complaint by Satan is that God 
is not loving, especially presenting a law, 

known as the Ten Commandments, that is un-
able to be kept. Therefore, God will need to 
present that He is loving even though He has a 
law called the Ten Commandments, and that 
they are able to be kept. 

The Venue 

The venue is earth (Revelation 12:4).  

“And Jesus came and spake unto them, say-
ing, All power is given unto me in heaven and 
in earth. Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, 
baptizing them in the name of the Father, and 
of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Teaching 
them to observe all things whatsoever I have 
commanded you: and, lo, I am with you alway, 
[even] unto the end of the world. 
Amen.” (Matthew 28:18-20)  

The Remuneration  

As in any case there is a goal or reward or in 
technical terms, remuneration. If Satan wins 
the case, Satan tells us, “I will ascend into 
heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars 
of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the 
congregation, in the sides of the north: I will 
ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will 
be like the most High” (Isaiah 14:13-14). 

Heaven revealed, “behold, thou shalt conceive 
in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt 
call his name JESUS. He shall be great, and 
shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the 
Lord God shall give unto him the throne of his 
father David: And he shall reign over the house 
of Jacob for ever; and of his kingdom there 
shall be no end” (Luke 1:31-33). 

Fortunately, when God wins (see the “verdict” 
below), all the witnesses will celebrate with Him 
in the remuneration for it has been declared 
“the righteous into life eternal” (Matthew 25:46).  

Unfortunately, those on the losing side will suf-
fer the punishment intended upon Satan. Just 
as in any court case, if it has been proven that 
false accusations have been leveled at some-
one and are blatant enough, the courts may 
prosecute the one originating the charge. In 
this case, we know Satan’s claims are totally 
false. After review of the heavenly books, exe-
cution shall take place.  

The event of reviewing the books is revealed in 
Revelation 20:4.

sat upon them, and judgment was given unto 
them: and [I saw] the souls of them that were 
beheaded for the witness of Jesus, and for the 
word of God, and which had not worshipped 
the beast, neither his image, neither had re-
ceived [his] mark upon their foreheads, or in 
their hands; and they lived and reigned with 
Christ a thousand years.”  

After a thousand years of review, Satan and all 
that choose to witness for him “shall go away 
into everlasting punishment” (Matthew 25:46). 

The Evidence 

Now remember, the evidence for God’s side is 
that God is loving yet believes that humans can 
keep the commandments. He knows it to be 
true. “Here is the patience of the saints: here 
[are] they that keep the commandments of 
God, and the faith of Jesus” (Rev. 14:12). So 
for those that want to give evidence for God’s 
side, are we going to argue with Him and say, 
“No one can keep the commandments”? That 
would sound like giving evidence to Satan. 

Now in this venue of earth, nearly six thousand 
years of evidence has been presented. About 
four thousand occurred before Jesus was 
called to testify in person on earth and about 
two thousand years afterwards. Jesus even 
said, “because I testify of it” (John 7:7).  

So Jesus and all of the witnesses testify every 
moment. Much has been recorded in the Bible 
as written evidence. Unfortunately, Satan has 
perpetrated a lie that is so far reaching that 
even many who profess to witness for God ac-
tually witness for Satan instead because many 
witnesses do not believe the Bible to be a true 
representation of evidence. In other words, way 
too many Christians do not believe the Bible to 
be accurate, or they believe there is error in it, 
or even worse, that it was concocted by hu-
mans. So such witnesses are already begin-
ning on a false premise and such represent 
God’s side in a bad light. In fact, they do not 
represent God’s side. They unknowingly repre-
sent Satan’s side.  

At this point you can see the enormity facing 
God. First, most Christians are convinced that 
no one can keep the commandments and fur-
ther, that the word of God is just a good book 
but not really the Word of God.  

And look at the many Christians who continue 
in their sins and claim to be forever saved! 
Such are not witnessing that a sinless life is 
possible. Again, it is understandable that a per-
son shall fall, but to excuse the continuance of 
it would be unheard of years ago but it is ac-
ceptable theology today. 

The Witnesses  

Who are the witnesses? “I have declared, and 
have saved, and I have shewed, when [there 
was] no strange [god] among you: therefore ye 
[are] my witnesses, saith the LORD, that I [am] 

God” (Isaiah 43:12). “And ye are witnesses of 
these things” (Luke 24:48). 

This list of witnesses is pretty broad. The direct 
answer as you search the Bible is that every-
one is a witness, and every moment you are on 
the stand to give a witness. As one preacher 
stated, “Witnessing is not something you 
schedule to do; it is something you are.” 

Satan unfortunately has many more witnesses 
than God has. Of God’s followers, not all have 
been perfect witnesses. Sometimes they repre-
sent Satan for a moment of time. The good 
news is that one can be a strong witness for 
Satan’s side and switch to God’s side (Isaiah 
55:7). Likewise, the reverse is true as well 
(Ezekiel 3:20). “But he that endureth to the end 
shall be saved” (Matthew 10:22). 

Luke states that there are things to be witness-
ing of. What are they? “And that repentance 
and remission of sins should be preached in 
his name among all nations, beginning at Jeru-
salem” (Luke 24:47).  

If something goes into remission, such as can-
cer, it means that it is no longer active. There-
fore, God’s true witnesses show forth that sin is 
no longer active in their lives. “Let not sin there-
fore reign in your mortal body, that ye should 
obey it in the lusts thereof” (Romans 6:12) “for 
the wages of sin [is] death; but the gift of God 
[is] eternal life through Jesus Christ our 
Lord” (Romans 6:23). 

True, we ought to provide testimony declaring 
Jesus died for our sins and rose from the dead, 
but the greater witness is the power of grace to 
forgive us of all of our past sins without works 
(Galatians 2:16) and to live by faith a sanctified 
life shown by works or evidence. One faithful 
witness named James said, “I will shew thee 
my faith by my works” (James 2:18). 

Another witness even encouraged others to 
witness properly. “My little children, these 
things write I unto you, that ye sin not” (1 John 
2:1). At the same time, he also encouraged 
those that gave a momentary false witness not 
to give up by stating that “if any man sin, we 
have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ 
the righteous” (1 John 2:1). 

You see, there is no greater evidence of what 
God does for us than to show forth that we are 
free from sin. By the power of grace being wit-
nessed we show “that our old man is crucified 
with [him], that the body of sin might be de-
stroyed, that henceforth we should not serve 
sin. For he that is dead is freed from 
sin” (Romans 6:6-7).  

And to be a fulltime witness is “being then 
made free from sin, ye became the servants of 
righteousness” (Romans 6:18) because “when 
ye were the servants of sin, ye were free from 
righteousness” (Romans 6:20). In other words, 
we witness for Satan at that moment when we 
give into temptation and sin. “But now being 
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made free from sin, and become servants to 
God, ye have your fruit unto holiness, and the 
end everlasting life” (Romans 6:22). 

And when you think yourself all alone and can 
enjoy a little sin in private consider what Paul 
encourages. “Wherefore seeing we also are 
compassed about with so great a cloud of wit-
nesses, let us lay aside every weight, and the 
sin which doth so easily beset [us], and let us 
run with patience the race that is set before 
us, Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher 
of [our] faith; who for the joy that was set be-
fore him endured the cross, despising the 
shame, and is set down at the right hand of 
the throne of God” (Hebrews 12:1-2). Evil an-
gels watch every move to be able to point to 
God and say, “See, that Christian is sinning. If 
you let that person in heaven, you have to 
leave us in too!” In addition, there are God’s 
angels watching every move, holding out the 
hope that you would be a perfect witness.  

To encourage you to endure the constant tes-
tifying we are all called to do, Paul writes, 
“Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on eter-
nal life, whereunto thou art also called, and 
hast professed a good profession before many 
witnesses” (1 Timothy 6:12). 

And how perfect of a witness ought we to be? 
“Ye [are] witnesses, and God [also], how holily 
and justly and unblameably we behaved our-
selves among you that believe: As ye know 
how we exhorted and comforted and charged 
every one of you, as a father [doth] his chil-
dren, That ye would walk worthy of God, who 
hath called you unto his kingdom and glory” (1 
Thessalonians 2:10-12). At some point Paul 
was walking holy. Not only that but no one 
was able to point out a sin he had committed. 
The verse states that he was “unblameable” 
and this is in regard to his behavior. Why did 
he do that and live that way? So that you 
would also believe.  

Would you believe more in Jesus if your Chris-
tian friend walked without sin or if he joined in 
some sinful practices just to fit in? Paul says 
the sinless life is the pattern and the best way 
to win converts. Those that brag of not sinning 
or being holy and are stuck up of course are 
not God’s witnesses. God can use “the hidden 
man of the heart, in that which is not corrupti-
ble, [even the ornament] of a meek and quiet 
spirit, which is in the sight of God of great 
price” (1 Peter 3:4). 

Now if you think this is an impossible thing to 
do, just remember that you are not working in 
your own might. “Wherefore, my beloved, as 
ye have always obeyed, not as in my pres-
ence only, but now much more in my absence, 
work out your own salvation with fear and 
trembling. For it is God which worketh in you 
both to will and to do of [his] good pleas-
ure” (Philippians 2:12-13). “But ye shall re-
ceive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come 

upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me 
both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in 
Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the 
earth” (Acts 1:8). “We are his witnesses of 
these things; and [so is] also the Holy Ghost, 
whom God hath given to them that obey 
him” (Acts 5:32). And remember the power of 
the Holy Ghost is not only to pass out gifts, but 
“he will reprove the world of sin, and of right-
eousness, and of judgment” (John 16:8). 

The Verdict And Execution 

Fortunately, we know the verdict already. This 
should make it easier to witness more fully for 
the winning side, but for some unknown rea-
son, the vast majority witness for the losing 
side. This is quite peculiar. 

What is the verdict? “But the fearful, and un-
believing, and the abominable, and murderers, 
and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idola-
ters, and all liars, shall have their part in the 
lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: 
which is the second death” (Rev. 21:8). “And 
the devil that deceived them was cast into the 
lake of fire and brimstone, where the beast 
and the false prophet [are], and shall be tor-
mented day and night for ever and 
ever” (Revelation 20:10). 

Counsel 

“I call heaven and earth to record this day 
against you, [that] I have set before you life 
and death, blessing and cursing: therefore 
choose life, that both thou and thy seed may 
live: That thou mayest love the LORD thy 
God, [and] that thou mayest obey his voice, 
and that thou mayest cleave unto him: for he 
[is] thy life, and the length of thy days: that 
thou mayest dwell in the land which the LORD 
sware unto thy fathers, to Abraham, to Isaac, 
and to Jacob, to give them” (Deut. 30:19-20). 

“And if it seem evil unto you to serve the 
LORD, choose you this day whom ye will 
serve; whether the gods which your fathers 
served that [were] on the other side of the 
flood, or the gods of the Amorites, in whose 
land ye dwell: but as for me and my house, we 
will serve the LORD” (Joshua 24:15). 

“Death and life [are] in the power of the 
tongue: and they that love it shall eat the fruit 
thereof” (Proverbs 18:21). 

“Know ye not, that to whom ye yield your-
selves servants to obey, his servants ye are to 
whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or 
of obedience unto righteousness?” (Romans 
6:16). 

How about giving your best witness to God’s 
side? By the undeniable power of Jesus 
Christ, cease from sin in all forms. Avoid even 
the little misdeeds. Avoid even the things that 
if you avoid, you will probably be called a le-
galist by someone. “Abstain from all appear-
ance of evil” (1 Thessalonians 5:22). 

The Horse Is Prepared 
Against The Day Of Battle 

Prov. 21:31 The horse [is] pre-
pared against the day of battle: 
but safety [is] of the LORD. 

Many teach that the Old Testa-
ment is all completed or at least 
lightly regard it. Even of those 
that do not teach to lightly re-
gard the Old Testament, the 
Christian typically will spend 
more time in the New Testa-
ment than they do in the Old.  

But if we use the Bible’s 
method of Bible study (“For pre-
cept [must be] upon precept, 
precept upon precept; line upon 
line, line upon line; here a little, 
[and] there a little”) as found in 
Isaiah 28:10, we find that little 
snippets of information are 
placed throughout the Bible.  

Now when one reads Proverbs 
21:31, one may carelessly cast 
the verse off without regard to 
the future. But looking closer, it 
helps one to understand more 
of the future, specifically the 
Book of Revelation. Proverbs 
21:31 is not talking about just 
any battle but the day of a spe-
cific battle.  

Very similar warning is revealed 
in Revelation 19:11, “And I saw 
heaven opened, and behold a 
white horse; and he that sat 
upon him [was] called Faithful 
and True, and in righteousness 
he doth judge and make war.” 
Instead of the use of “battle” the 
word “war” is used. And instead 
of referring to the name “Lord”, 
all kinds of descriptions are 
used to point to the same.  

By the time you reach Revela-
tion 19:21, “And the remnant 
were slain with the sword of 
him that sat upon the horse, 
which [sword] proceeded out of 
his mouth: and all the fowls 
were filled with their flesh”, one 
begins to wonder if any shall 
survive. Revelation 19 does not 
say so, but that is where Prov-
erbs 21:31 comes in.  

If you want to be kept safe, be 
on God’s side preparing now. 
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THINK ON THESE

Without Dimness Of Eyes 

I went to the eye doctors 
when I turned forty and heard 
the doctor say, “Now that you 

are forty…” This was to prepare me to fail 
the eye test and expect to be wearing 
glasses. It would have been the third time I 
needed glasses.  

In second grade I wore glasses but a base-
ball injury knocked my eyes “straight”. Then 
shortly after college I had to wear the 
glasses because of all the computer work I 
was doing, but with a change in diet to be-
ing a Vegetarian and eating at least one 
kiwi and one carrot a day, both great in Vita-
min A, I went from bifocals to no glasses 
whatsoever.  

Now again, being forty I was being told to 
expect to wear glasses, but I passed with-
out incident only to be warned that the next 
time I will definitely need them. Three years 
later I received the same story from a differ-
ent doctor, but once again I left the office 
without needing them. How long will this 
continue? God only knows. But this time I 

received the speech that, hardly anyone 
escapes turning forty-five without needing 
glasses. We will wait and see. 

Society believes it is inevitable, but then 
“Moses [was] an hundred and twenty years 
old when he died: his eye was not 
dim” (Deuteronomy 34:7). Why do we have 
to give in to society’s expectation that just 
because you become older you must even-
tually just wither down and become frail?  

It was not a thought in years past, but today 
and only a few centuries ago, heavy 
amounts of sugar have entered the diet. 
And especially today, sugary deserts are 
readily available at a low cost. Could the 
intake of sugar be causing society’s de-
crease in vision? Some doctors say so. The 
Bible says, “[It is] not good to eat much 
honey” (Proverbs 25:27). Although we are 
not told specifically why much honey is not 
good, we can expect it is not good for 
health. So do not give up sugar entirely for 
the body does need sugar, but let us cut 
way back in our consumption. 

ART THOU IN HEALTH (2 Samuel 20:9)  

FOR MY THOUGHTS [ARE] NOT YOUR THOUGHTS,

(Isaiah 55:8)  
Ever hear the phrase, “Money 
is the root of all evil?” Well, it 
is not in the Bible. What is in 
the Bible is “the love of 

money is the root of all evil” (1 Timothy 6:10). 

Why is this significant? Too many that are 
struggling to make ends meet look to those 
that have more than they need and use the 
first line against such people. This creates a 
wealth war.  

The wealthy are not to depart needlessly with 
their money. Just because they have the 
money does not mean they are evil. 

Unfortunately many unconverted wealthy 
people set a bad example causing the first 
statement of money being the problem. Many 
of the unconverted spend their money 
foolishly. Even worse, many use their money 
in harmful ways. They may buy expensive 
cars only to wreck them because of a night of 
alcohol. And how many sports figures and 
actors, as well as actresses, making a lot of 
money waste it on drugs? They do not know 

what to do with such wealth. And of course it 
does not help much when rich executives cut 
a deal with the laborers to have the laborers 
cut their wages and the executives get huge 
bonuses.  

But despite the poor examples of many of the 
rich, being rich is not sinful. It is the love of 
the money that is sinful. Even the poor can be 
guilty of this. Some poor envy the rich and 
nearly demand that the rich just hand over 
their wealth without the poorer folk doing 
anything for it. That is the love of money.  

Oh, it is true that some wealthy people will 
horde their wealth and are misers. Some 
even take from the lower classes in a legal 
but yet thievery method.  

In either case, consider that first, though 
popularly spoken, money is not the root of all 
evil – just the love of it. And both those that 
have and those that have not can be guilty of 
the evil.

Consider that the mark of the beast is 
not financial but that of being the 
opposite of keeping God’s law and 
the truth of the gospel of your 

salvation. 

10. What are the people doing that 
receive it? Ezekiel 9:4 “And the 
LORD said unto him, Go through the 
midst of the city, through the midst of 
Jerusalem, and set a mark upon the 
foreheads of the men that sigh and 
that cry for all the abominations that 
be done in the midst thereof.” They 
are in tearful prayer and concern over 
abominations happening not only in 
the world but how our churches are 
turning to the world. 

11. How important is it to have God’s seal 
instead of the Mark of the Beast? 
Ezekiel 9:5-6 “And to the others he 
said in mine hearing, Go ye after him 
through the city, and smite: let not 
your eye spare, neither have ye pity: 
Slay utterly old [and] young, both 
maids, and little children, and women: 
but come not near any man upon 
whom [is] the mark; and begin at my 
sanctuary. Then they began at the 
ancient men which [were] before the 

house”, Matthew 13:49 “So shall it be 
at the end of the world: the angels 
shall come forth, and sever the 
wicked from among the just.” Having 
God’s mark prevents you from being 
part of the group of wicked that are 
slaughtered.

“As a 
general matter, religious institutions are free to 
engage in religious discrimination in employ-
ment,” said Ira C. Lupu, a professor of law at 
the George Washington University Law School.

����Wired, December 23, 2008 - Cousin Mar-
riage OK by Science  

In an age of sexual liberation, marriage be-
tween cousins remains taboo, at least in the 
United States — and from a scientific perspec-
tive, laws against the unions are a socially le-
gitimized form of genetic and sexual discrimina-
tion. Thirty-one states outlaw marriage between 
first cousins, making the United States the only 
developed country in which the practice is 
regularly banned.

Young people were particularly doubtful about 
the nativity, with 78 per cent of 16-24-year-olds 
saying they were not convinced of its historical 
reliability.
