History 

Up until the 1900’s, the method of winning 
souls and the expectation of conversion 
was mostly the same – Use the word of 
God and reveal that God has rules. There 
was a stark contrast between Christians 
and those that were enjoying the world. 
So much so that Jesus’ words continued 
to be true. 

John 15:19   If ye were of the world, 
the world would love his own: but 
because ye are not of the world, but I 
have chosen you out of the world, 
therefore the world hateth you. 

But something began to change both in 
the world and in the church at the turn of 
the 20th century. And the change has 
grown so far that it sounds heretical to try 
to draw people to the strict adherence of 
the Word.  

The entertainment industry began to 
explode. Sports became the focus of 
passing time. Getting as much out of life 
in forms of pleasure and wealth began to 
distance the old peasant past. An artificial 
dependency on government began to 
come about. New devices to save time 
actually created more productivity and 
more demand on time.  

The church began to appear dull. Satan 
knew time was beginning to run out, and 
so he instituted great divisions through 
various miraculous means.  

Matthew 24:4-5 And Jesus answered 
and said unto them, Take heed that 
no man deceive you. For many shall 
come in my name, saying, I am 
Christ; and shall deceive many. 

Matthew 24:24 For there shall arise 
false Christs, and false prophets, and 

shall show great signs and wonders; 
insomuch that, if [it were] possible, 
they shall deceive the very elect. 

Matthew 24:11 And many false 
prophets shall rise, and shall deceive 
many. 

And we pause here to make an 
unbelievable observation. Spoken to the 
apostles, Christ revealed that it is 
possible for Christians to be deceived. 
Further, there is no reason for someone 
to appear as Christ to deceive those 
outside of the Christian fold. Therefore, a 
false hope is that of not being deceived.  

Matthew 24:13 But he that shall 
endure unto the end, the same shall 
be saved. 

Revelation 14:13 And I heard a voice 
from heaven saying unto me, Write, 
Blessed [are] the dead which die in 
the Lord from henceforth: Yea, saith 
the Spirit, that they may rest from 
their labours; and their works do 
follow them. 

2 Peter 2:1 But there were false 
prophets also among the people, 
even as there shall be false teachers 
among you, who privily shall bring in 
damnable heresies, even denying the 
Lord that bought them, and bring 
upon themselves swift destruction.

Out with the formal serious form of 
worship and in with a celebration style. 
For example, gone in many churches is 
that of the ministers kneeling reverently at 
the start of church.  

Recommendation 

As long as we live and breathe, we have 
the opportunity to choose to be on Christ’s 
side. Satan is “as a roaring lion, walketh 
about, seeking whom he may devour” (1 
Peter 5:8). Let us search the scriptures for 
ourselves. And if you have a computer, 
there is no reason why you should not 
have a Bible program.

But at the very least, it is time to lay off 
opinions, feelings, and personal 
evaluations and become the serious Bible 
students that we were born of God to be.  

It is time that we go back to the old 
methods of soul winning and stop

years ago. Jesus used no entertainment. 
His parables were lessons from nature, 
not sports. Nature is God’s second 
textbook. The apostles used no form of 
entertainment either. And each one 
preached the standards.

It is 
the sentiments of one who in his twenties 
saw the changes and has been preaching 
this message for about a decade.

uuuuBroccoli Wards Off 
Cancer Of Stomach  

Broccoli and broccoli 
sprouts contain a chemical that kills the 
bacteria responsible for most stomach 
cancer, say researchers, confirming the 
dietary advice that mothers have been 
giving their children for years. In laboratory 
tests the chemical, sulforaphane, killed 
helicobacter pylori, a bacteria that causes 
stomach ulcers and often-fatal stomach 
cancers. In the lab, the scientists found that 
sulforaphane even killed helicobacter that 
was resistant to commonly used antibiotics 
and can kill the bacterium whether it's inside 
or outside cells. In people, the bacteria can 
hide in cells lining the stomach, making it 
more difficult to get rid of the infection, Mr. 
Fahey said. (AP, May 28, 2002) 

COMMENT: Once again God’s original diet 
is best. “And God said, Behold, I have given 
you every herb bearing seed, which [is] 
upon the face of all the earth, and every 
tree, in the which [is] the fruit of a tree 
yielding seed; to you it shall be for 
meat” (Genesis 1:29).

Now those doctors are 
arguing that the worst culprits could be the 
foods kids are eating and a basic lack of 
positive discipline.

HEALTHY ALTERNATIVE RECIPE: 

Three Grain Bake 

3 c of three rolled grains of your choice 
1 ¼ t salt 
3 ¾ c hot water 
2 c of fresh fruit of choice 
½ c dried fruit (chopped) 
¼ c chopped nuts 

Pour hot water into a 2 qt casserole. 
Dissolve salt in water. After combining 
and mixing the 3 grains together, 
sprinkle them into the water. Drop fruit 
by the hand into the cereal. Gently pat 
fruit in rather than stirring. Over stirring 
can make cereal mushy. Top with dried 
fruit and nuts. Bake at 350 degrees 
covered for 40 minutes and uncovered 
for an additional 10 minutes. 



Practical Applications for 
Character Development in 
Children 

Character Examples From 
the Bible – Cain and Abel 

Genesis 4:1-8 And Adam knew Eve his 
wife; and she conceived, and bare Cain, 
and said, I have gotten a man from the 
LORD. And she again bare his brother 
Abel. And Abel was a keeper of sheep, but 
Cain was a tiller of the ground. And in 
process of time it came to pass, that Cain 
brought of the fruit of the ground an 
offering unto the LORD. And Abel, he also 
brought of the firstlings of his flock and of 
the fat thereof. And the LORD had respect 
unto Abel and to his offering: But unto 
Cain and to his offering he had not 
respect. And Cain was very wroth, and his 
countenance fell. And the LORD said unto 
Cain, Why art thou wroth? and why is thy 
countenance fallen? If thou doest well, 
shalt thou not be accepted? and if thou 
doest not well, sin lieth at the door. And 
unto thee [shall be] his desire, and thou 
shalt rule over him. And Cain talked with 
Abel his brother: and it came to pass, 
when they were in the field, that Cain rose 
up against Abel his brother, and slew him. 

We see that in worshipping God, Abel did 
exactly as God commanded. Cain tried to 

worship God in his own way. Though it was 
a kind and a good thing in itself, it is still 
wrong in God’s eyes because doing good, 
yet disobeying, is still disobedience. Cain 
did not make the offering exactly as God 
required. A child giving a hug or kiss is a 
nice thing to do but done at the wrong time 
can be disobedience.  

Further, we also see that trying to do things 
our own way while another is doing it the 
correct way results in jealousy. And 
jealousy left uncontrolled can result in doing 
something just as bad as Cain did – killing 
his own brother. 

So the best thing to do is to do things 
exactly as asked even if we think another 
way is better. If we truly feel another way is 
better, then it is best to ask for permission 
to do it a different way.  

Many employees try to be innovative only to 
find out that the person that told them 
exactly how to do it has already tried that 
other way and found the best way to do it. 
Many children spend more time than 
needed by not doing the task exactly as 
asked. Encourage your children to trust you 
by insisting they do as you say. Then be 
open to discuss other ways of 
accomplishing the same task and why one 
way is perhaps better than the other.

Pastors Could Be Targeted for Opposing 
Homosexuality  

Christians are concerned that a new 
Pennsylvania state law that protects 
homosexuals could eventually be used 
against pastors. The governor of 
Pennsylvania signed a bill that gives gays 
statewide legal protection from verbal 
harassment and hate crimes. Critics fear the 
new law will target church leaders who 

preach against homosexuality. One 
constitutional activist in Pennsylvania told 
the Washington Times that the law 
basically sets up a lawsuit against any 
minister who publicly says that certain 
sexual behaviors are immoral. Critics say 
that is a direct violation of the church 
leaders' freedom of speech.

fear thy name, small and great; and 
shouldest destroy them which destroy the 
earth") to include more than just those with 
nuclear arms, we also consider the 
practical aspect. Three to four two-man 
compact cars fuel efficient at 40 or 50 
miles to the gallon is not as fuel efficient 
as a seven-passenger minivan getting 25 
miles to the gallon. Would Jesus be 
concerned about the environment more 
than the average Christian? Absolutely. 
But to interject complete absolutes on the 
vehicle of choice that Jesus would drive is 
going beyond the Bible. 

uuuuAP, November 21, 2002 - Report: 
Scientists to Try New Life  

Scientists say they will attempt to create a 
new form of life in the laboratory, The 
Washington Post reported. If the plan 
works, the microscopic manmade cell will 
begin feeding and dividing to create a 
population of cells unlike any known to 
exist, the Post reported in Thursday 
editions. 

COMMENT: This sounds like the same 
satanic desires as Lucifer holds. "I will 
ascend above the heights of the clouds; I 
will be like the most High" (Isaiah 14:14).

the LORD [is] the maker of them 
all" (Proverbs 22:2).

uuuuCBN, November 19, 2002 - The Ten 
Commandments Take a Hit in Alabama  

Alabama Chief Justice Roy Moore will 
appeal a federal judge's order that a Ten 
Commandments monument be removed 
from the state's judicial building. The case 
is the latest of many legal battles over the 
Commandments. 

Is it a bird? Is it a plane? No, it's Jesus. Yes, 
the man who fed the hungry, comforted the 
sick and died for our sins is now a full-
fledged action figure retailing for just under 
$6. With four wheels under his sandals, 
Jesus is truly a holy roller.

COMMENT: "Her priests have violated my 
law, and have profaned mine holy things:

"I think 
the concept of linking Jesus to an anti-SUV 
campaign borders on blasphemy, and I 
regard it as a joke," the Rev. Pat Robertson 
of the Christian Broadcasting Network said, 
in a statement.

uuuuWHP580, December 10, 2002 - 
Governor Takes the 'Pledge'  

Pennsylvania will soon become one of 
about 29 states that require students to 
recite the Pledge of Allegiance or sing the 
national anthem each morning. It also 
requires a flag of at least 3-feet in length to 
be displayed in every classroom. Governor 
Schweiker signed the bill into law, which 
takes effect in 60 days in both private and 
public schools -- although students can 
decline to participate for religious or 
personal reasons.  

COMMENT: To "require" is to "force" and 
to "force" not only public schools but 
private ones as well crosses the 
separation of church and state and sets 
the pattern or method available to fulfill 
Revelation 13:16, "And he causeth all, 
both small and great, rich and poor, free 
and bond, to receive a mark in their right 
hand, or in their foreheads". This 
fulfillment we do not believe will be 
purposeful but reactionary to changing 
circumstances. By this new law, it sets the 
precedence.

Says Al Qaeda Trying to Infiltrate Israel  

Israeli Prime Minister Ariel Sharon is 
warning that the Al Qaeda terrorist network 
has gained a foothold in Lebanon and 
Gaza. Sharon told a news conference 
Thursday that a small number of Al Qaeda 
members have entered Gaza. And he said 
the group is working closely with Hezbollah 
in Lebanon. Sharon's warning comes as an 
Al Qaeda website announced it was 
opening a Palestinian branch. A 
communique on the Al Qaeda site claims 
that martyrs will "strike with all their strength 
at the Zionist and American arrogance in 
the region." If Sharon's charges about Al 
Qaeda are true, it could have a big impact 
in the war on terrorism. The Bush 
administration has tried to separate the U.
S. war against Al Qaeda from the Israeli-
Palestinian conflict.  

COMMENT: (Revelation 11:18) "And the 
nations were angry, and thy wrath is come, 
and the time of the dead, that they should 
be judged, and that thou shouldest give 
reward unto thy servants the prophets, and 
to the saints, and them that fear thy name, 
small and great; and shouldest destroy 
them which destroy the earth." With Al 
Qaeda infiltrating more and more countries 
and each taking sides in the unofficial 
World War, we are seeing the beginning of 
this verse being fulfilled.

Says U.S. Has Broad 
Wiretap Powers  

A special, secretive 
appeals court on Monday 
said the U.S. government 
has the right to use 
expanded powers to 
wiretap suspected 
terrorism suspects under a 
law adopted by Congress 
after the Sept. 11, 2001, 
attacks. The ruling was

How many of each animal 
did Noah take on the ark? 

 

ANSWER #1 – According to Genesis 
6:19-22, the Bible says, “And of every 
living thing of all flesh, two of every [sort] 
shalt thou bring into the ark, to keep [them] 
alive with thee; they shall be male and 
female. Of fowls after their kind, and of 
cattle after their kind, of every creeping 
thing of the earth after his kind, two of 
every [sort] shall come unto thee, to keep 
[them] alive. And take thou unto thee of all 
food that is eaten, and thou shalt gather [it] 
to thee; and it shall be for food for thee, 
and for them. Thus did Noah; according to 
all that God commanded him, so did he.” 
According to what we have just read, it 
looks like two of every kind of animal went 
on board the ark, and this is what most of 
has have been taught and believe.  

However, let us read the account in 
Genesis 7:1-3 the Bible says, “And the 
LORD said unto Noah, Come thou and all 
thy house into the ark; for thee have I seen 
righteous before me in this generation. Of 
every clean beast thou shalt take to thee by 
sevens, the male and his female: and of 
beasts that [are] not clean by two, the male 
and his female. Of fowls also of the air by 
sevens, the male and the female; to keep 
seed alive upon the face of all the earth.” 
And according to Genesis 7:7-9 the Bible 
says, “And Noah went in, and his sons, and 
his wife, and his sons' wives with him, into 
the ark, because of the waters of the flood. 
Of clean beasts, and of beasts that [are] not 
clean, and of fowls, and of every thing that 
creepeth upon the earth, There went in two 
and two unto Noah into the ark, the male 
and the female, as God had commanded 
Noah.” 

Now since we take the stance that the Bible 
does not contradict itself, what shall we do 
with this apparent discrepancy? First, note

Chapter 2 provides the details of the 
creation of man in a specific sense. 
At the other end of the Bible, 
Revelation 12 is broken into two 
sections. The first six verses is a 
quick synopsis while the remaining 
eleven verses provide details. So 
Genesis chapter 6 is a general 
statement while Genesis 7 is more 
detailed.  

To answer the question directly, the 
unclean animals went on board by 
male and female. The clean animals 
also went on board male and 
female but by three pairs and one 
extra or seven in total. The extra 
was used for a sacrifice after the 
flood.

that there was a distinction between 
clean and unclean animals long 
before there was a Jew. How did 
Noah know the difference? It was 
handed down verbally. This distinction 
was necessary ever since the first 
animal sacrifice because only the 
clean animals were to be sacrificed. 
The first animal sacrifice is well 
implied by the skins that Adam and 
Eve wore and explicitly revealed in 
Genesis chapter 4 regarding Cain and 
Abel. 

The second point is that it is God’s 
pattern in His word to provide a 
general statement to be followed by 
more details. In Genesis chapter 1, 
the story of creation is provided along 
with man being created on the sixth 
day all of which is in a general sense. 

transgresseth also the law: for sin is 
the transgression of the law.” By 
Bible definition, sin is simply 
breaking any of God’s laws.
