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The Ten Commandments (Exodus 34:28)

Are the Ten
i~ Commandments
just an object?

In light of the recent
issues in Alabama,
we do agree that the
ACLU is going a bit
out of their way to
rid Christian
symbols from
government
property and that is wrong. But equally
troubling is how many Christians have
raised a voice and even their bodies to
stand in the way of removing the symbol
and yet are not keeping the very
commandments they are defending. Many
had greatly sacrificed for support of the
Ten Commandments remaining on
display including chaining themselves and
performing other anti-ruling protesting
methods, yet, there were examples of
these Christians not keeping the
commandments. To this, God says, “to
obey [is] better than sacrifice” (1 Samuel
15:22).

It seemed heroic to go and defend an
object representing the original Ten
Commandments which were written by
the finger of God (Exodus 31:18), but
instead of defending an inanimate object
and yet not keeping the commandments,
God says, “I will put my laws into their
mind, and write them in their hearts: and |
will be to them a God, and they shall be to
me a people” (Hebrews 8:10).

With that in mind, let us look at the Ten
Commandments and pray that they enter
into our hearts.

Exodus 20:3 Thou shalt have no other
gods before me.

Exodus 20:4-6 Thou shalt not make unto
thee any graven image, or any likeness

[of any thing] that [is] in heaven above, or
that [is] in the earth beneath, or that [is] in

the water under the earth: Thou shalt not
bow down thyself to them, nor serve
them: for | the LORD thy God [am] a
jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the
fathers upon the children unto the third
and fourth [generation] of them that hate
me; and shewing mercy unto thousands
of them that love me, and keep my
commandments.

Exodus 20:7 Thou shalt not take the
name of the LORD thy God in vain; for
the LORD will not hold him guiltless that
taketh his name in vain.

Exodus 20:8-11 Remember the sabbath
day, to keep it holy. Six days shalt thou
labour, and do all thy work: But the
seventh day [is] the sabbath of the LORD
thy God: [in it] thou shalt not do any work,
thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy
manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy
cattle, nor thy stranger that [is] within thy
gates: For [in] six days the LORD made
heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in
them [is], and rested the seventh day:
wherefore the LORD blessed the sabbath
day, and hallowed it.

Exodus 20:12 Honour thy father and thy
mother: that thy days may be long upon
the land which the LORD thy God giveth
thee.

Exodus 20:13 Thou shalt not Kkill.

Exodus 20:14 Thou shalt not commit
adultery.

Exodus 20:15 Thou shalt not steal.

Exodus 20:16 Thou shalt not bear false
witness against thy neighbour.

investigate each one of the commandments
individually. Although we are not saved by
keeping the commandments, we sure are
deceiving ourselves if we think born again
Christians can enter the kingdom while
breaking them. “For if we sin wilfully after
that we have received the knowledge of the
truth, there remaineth no more sacrifice for
sins, But a certain fearful looking for of
judgment and fiery indignation, which shall
devour the adversaries” (Hebrews 10:26-
27).

What is sin? 1 John 3:4 says, “Whosoever
committeth sin transgresseth also the law:
for sin is the transgression of the law.”

But keeping the commandments of God is
not as simple as reading them over and
deciding to do them. There is a certain
motive that God requires. “If ye love me,
keep my commandments” (John 14:15).
And this is not something new that Jesus
taught. He was quoting from the
commandments: “And shewing mercy unto
thousands of them that love me, and keep
my commandments” (Exodus 20:6).

Further, if we truly love God, then:

“He that hath my commandments, and
keepeth them, he it is that loveth me: and
he that loveth me shall be loved of my
Father, and I will love him, and will
manifest myself to him” (John 14:21)

“If ye keep my commandments, ye shall
abide in my love; even as | have kept my
Father's commandments, and abide in his
love” (John 15:10).

“By this we know that we love the children
of God, when we love God, and keep his
commandments. For this is the love of
God, that we keep his commandments:
and his commandments are not
grievous” (1 John 5:2-3).

“And this is love, that we walk after his
commandments. This is the
commandment, That, as ye have heard
from the beginning, ye should walk in it” (2
John 1:6).

Scientists in China have for the first time
used cloning techniques to create hybrid
embryos that contain a mix of DNA from
humans and rabbits, according to a report in
a scientific journal. Although scientists in
Massachusetts had previously mixed human
cells and cow eggs in a similar attempt to
make hybrid embryos for stem cells, those
experiments were not successful.

ANSWER #1 - “Do
violence to no man” (Luke
3:14). “And God said unto
Noah, The end of all flesh
is come before me; for the
earth is filled with violence
through them; and, behold,
I will destroy them with the
earth” (Genesis 6:13).
These are but a couple of
texts showing that a love
of aggressive sports
reveals the heart of a
person needing
conversion. For a Christian
to view a sporting event
and mouth, “Hit him hard”,
“Knock him out”, “Smash
him”, etc. is inconsistent
with “love thy neighbour as
thyself’ (Matthew 19:19),
especially when such “hits”
can even cause
permanent damage. Such
is no different than the
bloody events held during
the early Christian era
when they built great
arenas to witness violent
games.

ANSWER #2 - This is the
beauty of true Bible study.
When we read such a
verse and exclude it from
every other verse, we put
into it our own
interpretation. The Ten
Commandments are a
concise version of the will
of God. The rest of the
Bible expounds upon each
of the commandments.
Tracing the commandment
regarding the honoring of
parents, we find Ephesians
6:1. “Children, obey your
parents in the Lord: for this
is right.” It is not the will of
the Lord for us to follow
error (2 Thessalonians
2:10). Your parents are
either directly or indirectly
going against the Lord and
therefore, on this issue
should not be obeyed.
Directly would be where
they are making the
statement that all churches
have problems and would
not therefore consider
searching for another
church. Indirectly would be
that they are unstudied
and do not know what the
Bible teaches. In either
situation, you have an
obligation to follow Mark
10:29. “And Jesus

Looking up the word “colt”,
we found Zechariah 9:9,

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BIBLE THOUGHT

Sheep Clothing

Matthew 7:15 Beware of false prophets, which come to you in sheep's clothing,
but inwardly they are ravening wolves.

Have you ever examined the sheep’s clothing? Matthew 7:21-23 identifies them.
“Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of
heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven. Many will say
to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy
name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works? And
then will | profess unto them, | never knew you: depart from me, ye that work
iniquity.” Notice that prophesying makes them prophets. So just because
someone declares to be a voice for God and is doing many wonderful works does
not mean they are of God. Notice the only test is in doing the will of the Father.
Psalms 40:8 reveals the will of the Father. “I delight to do thy will, O my God: yea,
thy law [is] within my heart.” It is the Ten Commandments. What are you
supposed to do if anyone preaches against the Ten Commandments and yet
works miracles? Isaiah 8:20 “To the law and to the testimony: if they speak not
according to this word, [it is] because [there is] no light in them.” You are to reject
them and not make excuses.
